COUNCIL MINUTES

Tuesday, October 18, 2016

Mayor Hollerich called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Agenda

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt the agenda.   All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  
Consent Agenda

Councilor Etherington questions what the bill to Riverland Community College for $1,335 was for.  Administrator Woodruff explained it was for two different trainings for the Mapleton Fire Department.
Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Community Comment - No one was present for Community Comment.    
Unfinished Business
 Administrator Woodruff said that public works employee Karmen Bartholomew had recommended that Calm Court get an overlay during the project and Cactus Court needs utilities and a new surface.  Councilor Maslakow said this is just the preliminary step for the council to look at the cost figures associated with these additions.   
 Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to approve Revised Resolution 52-10-16 ordering the Preparation of a Report on an Improvement for 2017 Street and Utility Improvement Project  Roll call vote:  Aye:    Treanor, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  Etherington.  Motion carried.  

Dan Sarff of Bolton and Menk recommends the city not line the service lines on the 2016 Alley project.  The line item to do so is   $25,284.  Which is more than the lining of the main line.  He said it can always be done in the future when the technology is more reasonable.  Currently, it is a very specialized item.  Councilor Treanor made a motion to accept the recommendation of the city engineer.  Councilor Maslakow seconded.  Aye:    Treanor, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  Etherington.  Motion carried.  

2. Zoning revision.  Mayor Hollerich asked if the council had any question regarding the changes to the residential zoning ordinance.  He said there will be a workshop with the zoning board prior to the public hearing on November 1st.  

New Business

Resolution 53-10-2016   Transfer of Ownership of the Town and Country Leisure Center and Tentative Agreement.    Mayor Hollerich said this had been discussed a few times with the council.  He said they had met with the Leisure Center Board and they have agreed to turn the building back over to the city.  The city will schedule events in the center and move the youth center into the building. Mayor Hollerich said from there the council can discuss the future for that location.  Councilor Etherington said someone had asked him about the food shelf moving into the Casey’s old building.  Mayor Hollerich said he believed the food shelf had discussed that option in the past.  He said the food shelf was not sure that made sense for them to do so.  Councilor Maslakow said that would be a lot of building for a non profit to maintain.  They want to  put their money towards the food for people not maintenance of a building.    Councilor Etherington said it looked like this will be a lot of extra work for the city staff.  Administrator Woodruff said yes it would be more work but the building was not built to sit empty.  Councilor Treanor said there is so much potential for that building.  Councilor Etherington asked if  everyone on the council agrees that this is a good idea.   Mayor Hollerich state he thought it is a good amenity for the city.  Councilor Treanor made a motion to approve Resolution 53-10-16 Transfer of building ownership of the Town and Country Leisure Center to the City of Mapleton.  Councilor Maslakow seconded.  Aye:  Treanor, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  Etherington.  Motion carried.  

B.  Councilor Maslakow made a motion to approve Resolution 54-10-16 Consent to Assignment of Consolidated Communications.     Councilor Treanor seconded.  Aye:  Treanor, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  Etherington.  Motion carried.  

Mayor Hollerich said their will be a special meeting with the Mapleton Fire Department and the Townships in our fire district on November 14 to discuss the purchase of a pumper.  He stated that he will not be available that evening.  Administrator Woodruff said she would ask the Fire Chief to meet with him and discuss the pumper with him.

Administrator Woodruff said the contractor is finishing up a few items in the filter plant and than it will be painted to complete the project.
Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof, Motion Carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:26 p.m.
