COUNCIL MINUTES

Tuesday October 18, 2005

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. in the Mapleton City Council Chambers.

Members present:  Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.    

Staff members present:  City Administrator Woodruff, Deputy Clerk Olsen

Others present:  none

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Johnson made a correction to the minutes.

Mayor Swanson and Councilors Johnson and Warner wanted to view the DVD.

Mayor Swanson complimented Deputy Clerk Olsen on the graphics on the Liquor Store Report.

Councilor Johnson asked a question about the clean-up day report.

Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

Resolution 74-10-05 was added as New Business item B.

8th Avenue manhole was added as New Business item C.

Midwest Wireless antenna was added as New Business item D.

Miscellaneous was moved to New Business item E.

Councilor Johnson moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt the agenda with the additions.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Old Business

A) Dan Strehlo offer on restaurant equipment
Dan Strehlo submitted a counter offer of $1,300 for the equipment at the Screamin’ Eagle Grill.  He also stated that the compressor on the walk in cooler does not work.  The council discussed the compressor situation.  The council discussed a possible liquor store expansion and keeping the equipment for future use.  Councilor Donovan suggested financing the $5,000 over six months rather than an upfront cash payment.  Councilor Johnson expressed concern about setting up a payment plan based on previous experience.  The council discussed selling the equipment through other venues.  The council discussed fixing the compressor.  It was the consensus of the council to either subtract the price of the condenser from the $5,000 or covering the cost of the compressor.  

B) Leaf Vac Update

Administrator Woodruff announced that the leaf vacuum had arrived earlier in the day.  She also pointed out that the leaf vacuum had arrived on time and that Mankato is not starting their leaf collection until October 24th.  Administrator Woodruff suggested that residents rake their leaves into the street rather than the boulevard since the arm only swings out a maximum of six feet.  She had asked Garin Frandle to help with service when Water Operator Johnson is on vacation.  Administrator Woodruff will send out postcards to all residents this week with instructions and information about the leaf pickup.  After the council meeting the council looked at the machine.

New Business

A) Waste Management contract 
Mayor Swanson read the prepared information in the packet.  The council discussed going out for bids.  There was a discussion about recycling.  It was the consensus of the council to go out for bids for refuse and recycling and refuse only.  

B) Resolution 74-10-05 PBT Testing   

Mayor Swanson read the resolution.  Administrator Woodruff explained the situations when the police need to do court ordered PBT testing.  The council discussed the fee.  It was the general consensus of the council that this should only be done if we are guaranteed receipt of payment.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to table Resolution 74-10-05 for further information.  All members present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

C) 8th Avenue Manhole

The manhole for Eighth Ave NE would need to be located on a residential property.  Councilor Warner suggested that if the sewer line is bad, that the line be moved to the city right-of-way.  There were discussions about tree roots, holes in the line and lining the sewer main.  The council also speculated where Gartner Trucking and the mobile home park hook into the sewer line.  Administrator Woodruff will check out a few more options.    

D) Midwest Wireless Antenna

Midwest Wireless requested to put up a 50x50x180 foot antenna on city property.  It was the consensus to consider a spot near the lagoon.  Administrator Woodruff suggested that Midwest Wireless attend a future council meeting with a proposal.  

E) Miscellaneous

· Administrator Woodruff reminded the council about the street project informational meeting that would be held Thursday, October 20, 2005.

· Councilor Warner stated that the new 45 miles per hour signs on Highway 22 were confusing.  He talked about the request that the city had made to Mn/DOT to lower the speed limit.    

· Councilor Donovan noted that there is still junk piled up around the building located at 317 Main Street East.  He felt that two weeks was more than enough time for them to have removed the items.  Administrator Woodruff informed the council that she was recently notified that the property owner was putting an apartment in the front of that building.  It was the consensus of the council that the ordinance needs to be followed.  There was a discussion about how many feet should be required for a front business.  The council directed Administrator Woodruff to tell the property owner that at least half of the building needs to be for commercial use.  

· After the council meeting, the council toured the Liquor Store to view the recent remodeling.

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 7:55 p.m.
