Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. in the Mapleton City Council Chambers.

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Donovan questioned a bill.

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt the agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Presentations

Hickory Tech-cable service

Greg Hasse talked about the towns were they have video services.  Hickory Tech is currently working in the Mankato market.  Mapleton is high on the priority list after Mankato is completed, which may take a year.  The council asked questions about reception.  Mr. Hasse talked about their channel selections and packages.  Mayor Swanson asked about customer service.  Mr. Hasse said that the service personal are all local people from the area.  Kari Rice talked about the franchise agreement.  The council thanked them for their time.  

Plaid Piper-EDA loan request-Resolution 96-10-07

Administrator Woodruff stated that the Plaid Piper requested a short-term loan.  The majority of the EDA members voted in favor of the loan via email.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 96-10-07 approving short term EDA not for the Plaid Piper in the amount of $5,000.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Etherington.  Motion carried.

Old Business

a. Restaurant update

Administrator Woodruff reported that ToKen BBQ is open for breakfast and lunch beginning at 6 am.  The smoker is behind the building.  The Department of Health gave permission to start using it.  There is not enough gas pressure to operate more than one piece of equipment in the kitchen.  A part has been ordered for a new regulator in the Ansul fire suppression system.  Strehlos are aware of the situation.  They do not feel that it is their responsibility to fix this.  Dan Strehlo feels that we are using the building as is.  Administrator Woodruff talked to the city attorney about this situation.  Donna Strehlo ordered the needed part at a cost of $195.  

New Business

A. Resolution 93-10-07 2008 Squad Car 

 The council discussed the bids.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 93-10-07 purchasing a 2008 Ford Crown Victoria Police Interceptor from Tousley Ford in the amount of $20,615.00.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Etherington.  Motion carried.  

B. Resolution 94-10-07 SCDP Draw Request 16 

Councilor Schultz stated that this is the last draw request.  MVAC adjusted their administration costs to cover the cost of the last project.  Mayor Swanson thanked MVAC for their work.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 94-10-07 approving the SCDP Draw Request number 16 in the amount of $10,000.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Abstain:  Schultz.  Absent:  Etherington.  Motion carried.  
C. Resolution 95-10-97 Generator Agreement 

Administrator Woodruff called Rod Miller to see if there was a maintenance agreement for the generator.  Administrator Woodruff requested that this resolution be tabled to obtain maintenance agreements for the other generators.  Councilor Schultz asked about the warranty on the fire department generator.  Administrator Woodruff will check on it.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to table Resolution 95-10-07 to obtain quotes for the other generators.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

D. Discuss subordination of Property at 107 Lincoln SW

Administrator Woodruff explained the loan terms of the homes that had been given away.  Mr. Saari subordinated the loan.  Then the property went into bankruptcy and the original $18,000 loan was never cleared.  Because it was foreclosed, no one is going to pay for it now.  The title is not clear and therefore the property cannot be sold.  An interested party has worked for months to get a clear title for this property.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 97-10-07 to release the $18,000 loan on the property.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Etherington.  Motion carried.    Mayor Swanson thanked Don Foster and Pam Brice for attending the meeting and wanting to purchase the property.  

E. Yard of the Month annual drawing 

Gary and Jacque Sohre were the winners of the $100 drawing.        

F. Well Request

The Well requested to place rock in the boulevard on the First Avenue NW side of their building.  

Council members would prefer that it be pavers or cement because the rock won’t stay in place.  Councilor Schultz stated that the grass is in poor shape, but rock won’t stay in place and could easily get thrown.  The council wanted to make sure that the basketball hoop stays in back of the building.  

Miscellaneous

· Councilor Treanor noted the new paint on the Liquor Store ceiling.  A fence is going to be installed on the north side of the deck.  Councilor Donovan asked if more is going to be done for security around the deck.  Administrator Woodruff stated that more boards have been added to the deck.  The council discussed the fence that was put up around Windmill’s deck.  

· Councilor Donovan asked the council for suggestions for where to go with the city shop.  Councilor Schultz explained the five city shop options.  The council discussed the spot zoning issue with the Caron land.  Treanor felt the Sellers property is the best buy for the money.  The council discussed the Sellers building.  The council discussed the cost to run utilities to the property intended for the city shop on Eighth Avenue SE.  There was a discussion about what equipment is needed and what could be replaced to do their job more efficiently.  Administrator Woodruff noted that Water Operator Johnson suggested just running service lines for the utilities on the Eighth Avenue SE property.  The council was not in favor of this.  

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 8:12 p.m.
