Acting Mayor Donovan called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Adopt Agenda

Councilor Christian and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt the agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Department Reports

Public Works

Wastewater Operator Bartholomew reported that he has worked on the gravel roads and is discharging the ponds.  The sewer pumping is up due to snowmelt and the recent rains.  There was another water main break Friday night.  Water Operator Johnson was at a conference last week and is flushing water mains this week.   

Liquor

Councilor Etherington felt that the signs that were put up after a disturbance should come down.  Administrator Woodruff replied that the signs stated that we would not tolerate discrimination.  After a discussion, it was the general consensus to take the signs down.   

Fire

Fire Chief Langworthy reported the new radios have been ordered since their grant runs out in May.  They will still need to purchase a base radio.  The fire department would like to purchase four new pagers per year to switch over to the new system.  

Community Input

Public Hearing – Mapleton Community Home Bond, Resolution 16-4-11

Acting Mayo Donovan closed the meeting at 7:19 and opened the public hearing.  Claudia Casey explained that this is conduit financing for a twenty-unit community living facility.  This allows the Community Home to obtain tax exempt financing.  They are seeking approval of a preliminary resolution.  The final resolution would be at a later meeting.  Councilor Etherington asked if this public hearing was advertised.  Administrator Woodruff reported that it was in the newspaper and posted.  Administrator Woodruff noted that the city has done these types of bond hearings in the past and that the city is not liable for the bond.  Councilor Donovan asked several questions about terminology, how much the rooms rented and about using local contractors.  Acting Mayor Donovan closed the public hearing at 7:32 p.m.and reopened the council meeting.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 16-4-11 reciting a proposal for a health care facility project and giving preliminary approval thereto. Audit – Jason Etter

Jason Etter from Abdo, Eick and Meyers presented the annual city audit.  He recommended keeping an eye on fund balances and getting a capitol improvement plan.  In general, the audit reflected the city is in good financial shape.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 18-04-11 accepting audit report. Coleen Lindemann – Town and Country Days Update

Presented an update on the upcoming Town and Country Days celebration.  The main changes are the fireworks have been moved to Thursday and the Firemen will not hold the pork feed.   Their website will reflect any changes to the schedule.  They are still taking donation for the history museum.  Mrs. Lindeman requested a donation from the city for the museum.  The council thanked her for attending.  

Unfinished Business

A. Resolution 11-3-11 Approving Lease of Dump Truck

Administrator Woodruff noted that the public works department needs a safer dump truck now while their equipment needs are being looked at.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 11-3-11 approving lease of dump truck from Boening Brothers Construction Service, LLP.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Christian.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Swanson.  Motion carried.  

B. Resolution 15-4-11 Approving Property Damage Protection of Sewer Backups

Administrator Woodruff stated that this is a formality for the sewer backup coverage that the council approved during the annual insurance renewal.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 15-4-11 establishing limited clean up and property damage protection for sewer back-ups and water main breaks for water and sewer customers.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Christian.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Swanson.  Motion carried.

A. Resolution 14-4-11 Approving Relay for Lin in park
Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 14-4-11 approving Relay for Life in city park.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Christian.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Swanson.  Motion carried.    

B. Draw Request Number 11  

This draw request is for Krengel Bros to install a tile line in front of Marvin Gartner’s property because his property floods due to our water draining on to his land.  This is MNDOT cost but is paid through our project.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 17-4-11 approving Draw Request Number eleven in the amount of $3,965.71.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Christian.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Swanson.  Motion carried.
