Adopt Agenda

Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the agenda. All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried. 
Old Business

A. House on Lincoln St.
Administrator Woodruff will contact the League of MN Cities to see if there is any legal action the City can take with the mortgage co.  Councilor Donovan pointed out the City only has ordinances for the exterior of the house, when the do the owners/mortgage companies become responsible for the inside of the house?  Mayor Swanson decided to continue this topic at next Council meeting when Councilor Schultz will be present and could explain any programs offered through MVAC and Administrator Woodruff has a chance to talk with the League.
B. Sidewalk repair update

The sidewalks on the 1st and 2nd block of 1st Ave SE are to be done by Steve Trio Construction and be done by October 1st.  The City has budgeted $5,000 for the project and will do as many sidewalks as possible not going over $5,000.
New Business

A. Resolution 43-07-08 All Hazard Mitigation Plan
Administrator Woodruff explained that FEMA  requires the City have this All Hazard Mitigation Plan in place in case a natural disaster would happen.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 43-07-08 approving the All Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Donovan, and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Treanor and Schultz.  Motion carried.
B. Resolution 44-07-08 Remodeling fo Fire Station
Ron Schultz has low bid on the second phase of remodeling the Fire Station.  Councilor Donovan question if a completion date and a penalty of $50.00 a day for every day after completion date until project is done, could be added to the motion.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to accept bid from Ron Schultz to remodel the Fire Station in the amount of $16,856.00 with a penalty of $50.00 a days after completion date, September 5, 2008.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, and Swanson.  Nay:  none.   Absent:  Treanor and Schultz Motion carried. 
C. Request to rent sewer camera
The City of Mn Lake would like to know if renting the new sewer camera would be an option.  Administrator Woodruff explained they don’t need to use it a lot but would like assess to one.  Mayor Swanson stated the City needs to have a form that states the City renting the camera is responsible for damages to the camera.  Councilor Donovan included that the form should also state that the City renting the camera is responsible for any damages the camera may cause or create. 
D.  Storm Sewer line on Brian Court
 Councilor Donovan questioned who is responsible for the maintenance of the sump pump line because these lines become a part of the City’ storm sewer system and if it is the City’s responsibility wouldn’t there need to be easements on each home owners property so the City could get the sump pump lines?  It would be the City’s responsibility and easements would need to be set up explained Administrator Woodruff.  
E. Resolution 45-07-08 Hearing for Improvement-Smith Street
A public hearing shall be held on August 5, 2008 at the Mapleton City Council room at 7:15 p.m. regarding overlay on Smith St NE from Central Ave. to Second Ave NE.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to approve Hearing on Improvement for Smith Street on August 5th, 2008 at 7:15 p.m.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Treanor and Schultz.  Motion carried.  
      F.  SMIF-Contribution request
Administrator Woodruff states that Southern Minnesota Initiative Foundation, SMIF, if seeking a donation of $500 from the City of Mapleton.  Mayor Swanson states it is a good gesture on the City’s part to make the donation since this organization has helped Mapleton by offering the City a $15,000 grant.  Administrator Woodruff will put in budget and if not agreed upon at budget time, it can be pulled at that time.
G.  Resolution 46-07-08 Draw Request #3 WW Blacktopping, Inc.
Administrator Woodruff is asking for a pay request of WW Blacktopping for the work done on First Ave. NW project.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to approve Draw Request #3 to pay WW Blacktopping, Inc.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Treanor and Schultz.  Motion carried.  
H. Resolution 47-07-08 Hearing on Improvement-Brian Court

Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to table Resolution 47-07-08 Hearing on Improvement until the easements are put in place.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Treanor and Schultz.  Motion carried. 
I. Resolution 48-07-08 Loan Request of Tony Gregor

Tony Gregor is requesting an additional $4,000 be added to his current city loan so he can replace the flooring in the restaurant.  The Health Department is requiring he replace it.  He is also requesting his monthly loan payment be moved from $500 to $300, this is basically a safety measure for Tony.  Mayor Swanson moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to approve Loan Request of Tony Gregor for an additional $4,000 to be added to his current city loan, and to lower his monthly payments from $500 to $300 for one year.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Treanor and Schultz.  Motion carried.
J. Dump Truck
Administrator Woodruff explained it was discussed at the quarterly getting a newer dump truck.  The City currently has a 1985 and Karmen Bartholomew was located a 2001 dump truck with 20,000 miles and it comes with a plow, wing and sander.  The asking price is $75,000.  This is a township truck and they rotate vehicles every 7 years.  Councilor Donovan asked why a newer dump truck is needed and what it would be used for.  It was decided to table the discussion until more information could be gathered.

Miscellanous

Councilor Donovan inquired on the status of Borchert Road in front of Coleen Lindemann’s house, the Council made a promise to her and he wants to make sure we honor that promise.  Administrator Woodruff will talk with Karmen Bartholomew to see what has been done and what needs to done.

Administrator Woodruff wanted to inform everyone that Rolin from MNDOT will be at the next meeting and he will be bringing numbers/estimates for the Hwy 30 project.    
Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 8:46 p.m.
