Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. in the Mapleton City Council Chambers.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt the agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Presentations

Bill Goldy - Banners

EDA Director Goldy presented the results of the business survey.  He also presented a support letter from South Central College.  EDA Director Goldy explained that the Mapleton Chamber donated money to purchase the new banners.  These banners will be changed quarterly for other seasonal banners.  Administrator Woodruff mentioned that she had talked to Mike Kunkel about changing the banners since we have to use his truck to change them.  EDA Director Goldy presented information about billboards and informational signs along Highway 22.  Mayor Swanson thanked him for the update.

Old Business

a. Restaurant idea-public meeting on May 29th

Administrator Woodruff noted that EDA Director Goldy has been distributing flyers for the event and posted a notice on the web site.  Councilor Schultz asked if a couple of council and school board members should sit at the front as a show of support.  Administrator Woodruff will contact the school superintendent.

New Business

A.  Resolution 42-05-07 Sidewalk Replacement  

Mayor Swanson read the resolution.  He asked if the city would advertise for bids in the newspaper.  Mayor Swanson also requested references.  Administrator Woodruff showed pictures of the areas to be replaced.  The areas include significant trip hazards and heavily traveled areas.  Councilor Etherington asked who is liable if someone falls.  Councilor Donovan asked if the street were to be replaced on Third Ave NE, would the sidewalk be replaced at that time.  Administrator Woodruff will check into that.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 42-5-07 approving sidewalk replacement of those identified.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried. 
B. 1st Avenue N.W.  

Owen Dickey of the Catholic Church contacted Administrator Woodruff and indicated that they will be proceeding with blacktopping of their parking lot and alley.  She noted that approximately ten feet would be replaced during the Highway 30 project.  Engineer Coudron indicated that it wouldn’t take much to draw up the plans since they have done most of the survey work for the storm sewer.  Administrator Woodruff presented the overlays.  She noted that no overlays were budgeted this year.  Councilor Treanor was not interested in doing anything until the street could be fixed properly because of the truck traffic.  He felt the other proposed overlays could wait because those streets weren’t very bad.  Councilor Schultz agreed.  Administrator Woodruff noted that there would be hearings for this project because of the assessments.  Councilor Donovan talked about the bid specs.  Administrator Woodruff stated there would more than likely be requests for drive over curb along Gartner’s side.  Mayor Swanson agreed with Treanor and Schultz.  Mayor Swanson thought that the council had previously discussed redoing First Avenue NW at the same time as the Highway 30 project.  Councilor Donovan thought that the council had also discussed just a two inch overlay on First Avenue NW to get by until the street is done.  Councilor Donovan also mentioned that the street in front of the fire station might also be done at the same time as Highway 30.  He expressed concern about doing too much at once.  It was the general consensus of the council to wait on First Avenue NW until the Highway 30 project.  Council members asked if it could be graded and turned into a gravel road.  Councilor Donovan also suggested putting recycled asphalt on First Avenue NW and do a seal coat over it.  Councilors asked for various temporary options for the street.  

C. Resolution 43-5-07 SCDP Draw Request 

Councilor Schultz noted that the money is for projects currently underway.  He also stated that the commercial area has been expanded.  They are on track to have the money closed out by September.  Councilor Schultz stated that DEED would be down in June to monitor the project and to inspect properties and files.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 43-5-07 approving SCDP Draw Request #12 in the amount of $36,094.48.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Abstain:  Schultz.  Motion carried.  

D. Approve Ryan Roles as EDA member to replace Galen Reding

Mayor Swanson explained that Galen Reding brought Mr. Roles at the last EDA meeting.  He came highly recommended from Mr. Reding.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to approve Ryan Roles as a new EDA member and to give commendation to Galen for his 26 years of service.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

E. Resolution 44-5-07 hiring part time help

Administrator Woodruff explained that five candidates were interviewed yesterday.  Candidates were asked ten questions with ten points each.  Chelsea Arndt scored the highest number of points.  Councilor Treanor felt that she would do a good job.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 44-5-07 hiring Chelsea Arndt at a part time clerical person.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.    

F. Yard of the Month Selection  

Administrator Woodruff explained that the sign is currently at Steve Landsteiner’s house because of the street construction last fall.  Wally Johnson was drawn as the yard of the month winner.  

Miscellaneous

· Councilor Donovan asked if something could be done about the lime pile at the park.  He suggested a retaining wall around it.  
· Councilor Etherington asked if the council was going to do something for the Kunkel family for their donation of the light installation.  Mayor Swanson stated that they would be recognized during the luminary ceremony during Relay for Life.  There was a discussion about the ceremony.    
· Councilor Etherington asked if there was any possible way the Town and Country Day parade could go by the nursing home.  This may be a possibility in future years, but it is up to the Town and Country Day Committee to decide.  
Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 8:02 p.m.
