Presentations

Dave Pearson from Xcel Energy has stated that Xcel and MnDot have hit a road block.  MnDot wants Xcel to put their light poles behind the new sidewalks on the Highway 30 project.  Xcel states that their poles are to big and would require going on to private property which would require an easement.  Xcel is not required to pay for that easement.  Additional information is need from Rolin Sinn from MnDot.  Administrator Woodruff and Glen Coudron will speak with Rolin to explain Xcel positions and will get back to the Council at the next Council meeting.  Administrator Woodruff will ask Rolin to be present for the next meeting.

A. Resolution 74-11-08 Authorizing Transfer of Money
Administrator Woodruff explained that the auditors require a resolution before any money can be moved from account to another.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 74-11-08 Authorizing Transfer of Money.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, and Swanson.  Absent:  Schultz   Nay:  none.  Motion carried.
B. Resolution 75-11-08 Certify Results of General Election
Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 75-11-08 Certifying results of Tuesday, November 4,  2008 General Election.   Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Donovan and Swanson.  Absent: Schultz .   Nay:  none.  Motion carried. 
C. Resolution 76-11-08  T&C Leisure Center Building
Administrator Woodruff explained that is a legal step towards getting an agreement with the Town and Country Leisure Center Board.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 76-11-08 transferring building ownership of the Town and Country Leisure Center.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Donovan, and Swanson.  Absent;  Schultz.  Nay:  none.   Motion carried.
       D.  Capital Improvement Committee
Administrator Woodruff stated that the Capital Improvement Committee needs to have a City Council member on the committee.  Mayor Swanson explained that all recomendations will still come to the Council for approval.  Mayor Swanson emphasized that this committee is an important way to keep citizens involved with the improvement of the city.  Councilor Etherington volunteered to be on the Capital Improvement Committee. 
E. Road for Elevator
Administrator Woodruff has spoken with Joe Daly who would like another road available to the Mapleton Elevator.  He would like to start building the road immediately before the snow hits so it is in place for tractor trailers to start using the road next spring.  Glen Coudron, Bolton & Menk,  has presented to the Council diagrams of the area and the intended road.  He shows that the intended road would have access from Main St. between the fire station and the grain bins, circle around the grain bins and back out to Main St.  This would make access to the warehouse easier.  Glen Coundron explained that the road would encroach on City property that is behind the fire station.  He questioned if this is something the City wants to get involved with.  He also pointed out that the road would be very close to the City generator.  Councilor Donovan wants the Council to remember that this is also an area used during Town and Country Days, that wouldn’t be available anymore.  It was determined that Joe Daly and Rolin Sims from MN Dot need to be present at the next Council meeting so that more questions could be answered.
F. Zoch Building update
Glen Coudron stated that this sewer issue is hard to explain why this happened during the last 15 years.  They are trying to piece together a puzzle to make an appropriate decision on how to fix the problem.  Great discussion went into the sewer problem that has arisen and the solution for Mike Johnson building.  Dye testing was done and found no separation from storm and sanitation sewer.  Options are:   Karmen could evacuate line and then televise storm sewer line to see if there is a Y in the line, then have the line cut by Visu-sewer or excavate to see where the lines are.
G. Ron Schultz Constructions final bills
Administrator Woodruff stated that Ron Schultz turned in his last 2 bills for the new City Shop and would like to paid before the next Council meeting.  Councilor Donovan asked if the building is completely done.  Administrator Woodruff answered that it is completely done and they have started moving in.
