Adopt Agenda

Added Resolution 13-3-11 as New Business item B.

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt the agenda with the addition.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Unfinished Business

A. Resolution 10-03-11 Purchase Pay Loader  

Administrator Woodruff reported that RDO found a used pay loader with a full warranty that would save approximately $8,000.  Councilor Christian received prices from Case and Cat for similar pay loaders.  Both companies are going to look for used ones.  Wastewater Operator Bartholomew noted that Case quoted a Falls plow and it is lesser quality.  He would prefer the Henke plow.  Councilor Schultz suggested tabling this so that staff can review the new information.  Water Operator Johnson asked if the new option from RDO would still be valid since that lease on that vehicle would be due in April.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Christian seconded to table resolution 10-3-11 with the option to have a special meeting if needed.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

B. Resolution 11-3-11 Lease with Boening Brothers 

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to table Resolution 11-3-11 since the dump truck is the backup for the grader.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

New Business

A. Resolution 12-03-11 Hiring Bartender

Administrator Woodruff reported that a few bartenders would be leaving.  The person who was approved at a previous meeting is no longer interested.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 12-3-11 hiring Alexandra Southard as a bartender contingent on passing a background check.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Donovan.  Motion carried.  

B. Resolution 13-3-11 Emergency Council Action-sump pumps  

Councilor Schultz reported that conditions are right for flooding this spring.  This resolution would require people remove their sump pump water from the sanitary sewer immediately rather than April 1st.  Wastewater operator Bartholomew noted that one pump is in the Twin Cities getting repaired.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 13-3-11 approving the emergency directive to remove sump pumps from sanitary sewer now rather than April 1st.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Donovan.  Motion carried.
