Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

7:00 PUBLIC HEARING ON SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS 

7:03 Mayor Swanson closed the meeting and opened public hearing.  Mayor Swanson thanked everyone for attending.  Engineer Sarff gave a presentation about the project and assessments.  The assessments can’t increase the assessments from this point forward, but the improvements behind the right of way may decrease depending on actual quantities and costs.  Joe Daly, Mary Tomlinson Chris Black and Jim Gartner all felt that they did not need the sump pump drainage line behind the curb.  Willard Lantz and Jeff Kunkel would like to hire a private contractor to do the work behind the right of way.  Darrell Lowe questioned his water line.  There were questions about the constructions schedule, mailbox locations and garbage.  Engineer Sarff stated that only three block will be tore up at a time.  He suggested another meeting to discuss schedule and logistics questions.  Chirs Black asked if her hydrant would be replaced, when the final lift and concrete will be done.  Jim Schull questioned his sewer line.  He thought that it went to Main Street.  Mr. Daly also questioned why he received an assessment for his empty lot.  Mayor Swanson closed hearing at 8:14 p.m. and reopened council meeting.

Adopt Agenda

Engineer Sarff requested change Order Number One be added to the agenda.  Mayor Swanson added it under Old Business item A.

Presentations

Nico Reeves- landscaping presentation for fire station (Eagle Scout)

Nico Reeves explained his proposal for landscaping around the Fire Station as his Eagle Scout Project.  There will be no cost to the city.  Boy scouts and Curb Appeal will donate the labor.  Curb Appeal will donate all of the materials.  Councilor Donovan stated landscaping is the third and final step in the fire station remodeling project.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to approve Nico Reeves Eagle Scout project.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Nico asked about scheduling and curb colors.  Councilor Donovan thanked them for their generous donation.

Community garden- Rhonda Roesch

Rhonda Roesch presented information about the community garden.  She requested using the city’s property south of the 100 block of Lincoln St. SE.  Michelle Lindemann will be the coordinator of the project with The Well kids maintaining the garden.  There are plans to have a banquet at the end with food from the gardens and possibly sell produce at a Farmer’s Market.  Administrator Woodruff noted that there is not water accessible to this property.  They already have a volunteer to till all of the city’s property south of the parking area.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to approve the community garden.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

Old Business

A. Change Order

Engineer Sarff explained the change order about indemnification.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to approve change order number one.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

New Business

A. Resolution 18-04-09 Adopting Assessment
Councilor Schultz asked if some adjustments would still be made if some sewer service lines are done privately rather than part of the project.  Councilor Etherington noted that the council saved these residents over $4,000 by making changes to the assessment policy.  Councilor Schultz stated that the council made some good changes to the policy for future projects.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 19-04-09 adopting assessment for the MNDOT Trunk Highway 30 project.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.  

B. Procedures for facility   

Mayor Swanson stated that this was discussed at the Fire Department quarterly meeting.  Administrator Woodruff noted the concerns of the Fire Department regarding the medications that are stored in the building.  She has asked for an estimate for an alarm for the south door exiting from the meeting room.  The front door and meeting room door will be rekeyed so others won’t have access to the medications, private records or fire equipment.  It was the general consensus of the council to approve the procedures.
