COUNCIL MINUTES

Tuesday December 19, 2006

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. in the Mapleton City Council Chambers.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Warner asked about the meeting with the school representatives.  Administrator Woodruff stated their board meets tonight to discuss it.  

Councilor Johnson moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

Todd Hanson was added to Presentations.

Televising sewer lines was added as New Business item D.

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Johnson seconded to approve the agenda with the additions.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried 

Presentations – Visitor presentation

Todd Hanson – Fire Department

Todd Hanson notified the council that the fire department received a grant totaling $47,118.00.  The fire department will have to match five percent of the grant.  They plan on using it for training, equipment and a generator. The council appreciated the update and thanked him for attending.

Old Business

A) Resolution 100-12-06 Increase storm sewer fee
Administrator Woodruff presented two different options for transfers and the storm sewer fee.  The council discussed the amount of money in the storm sewer capital outlay fund and upcoming storm sewer projects.  Administrator Woodruff suggested raising the storm sewer fee $0.50 this year and see how things are next year.  The council discussed increasing the fee to build up the fund for future projects.  The council talked about the Highway 30 project.  Mayor Swanson and Councilor Warner suggested that the city should send a letter to our state representatives encouraging them to fund the Highway 30 project sooner rather than later.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Johnson seconded to adopt Resolution 100-12-06 approving an increase in the utility storm sewer fee $0.50.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.    

B) Resolution 101-12-06 Transfer funds

Administrator Woodruff explained the transfers.  Administrator Woodruff explained the budget item for the ditch taxes.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 101-12-06 authorizing transfer of money.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.    

New Business

A) Resolution 103-12-06 
Mayor Swanson summarized the resolution.  The council discussed Mr. Goldy.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 103-12-06 Hiring William Goldy as the EDA Director.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  Administrator Woodruff explained the funding for this position.  

B)  Resolution 104-12-06 Final 2007 Budget  

Administrator Woodruff explained the adjustments that have been made since the proposed budget.  The general levy is still at a zero percent increase and the debt levy is still at a 28% increase.  Councilor Johnson moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 104-12-06 adopting the final 2007 tax levy.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.    

C) Resolution 105-12-06 SCDP Draw Request #8

Mayor Swanson summarized the resolution.  Administrator Woodruff reported there has been a lot of work on the homes and two more have recently closed.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 105-12-06 approving the SCDP Draw Request #8 in the amount of $25,887.90.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

D) Televising sewer lines

Administrator Woodruff explained that MnDOT requested that the city televise sewer lines for the Highway 30 project. The council discussed a possible cost share with MnDOT since the information would be beneficial to both them and the city.  Administrator Woodruff will see if the city would be reimbursed for some of the cost.  

Miscellaneous

· Administrator Woodruff stated that Bonnie Klein is trying to get the library on the National Registry of historical sites.  She will be coming to talk to the council at a later time.

· Administrator Woodruff stated that Paul Sellers bill came in about $2,000 under his quote for the storm sewer work.

· Administrator Woodruff talked about remodeling the front office for safety reasons.  It was the consensus of the council to have Administrator Woodruff obtain a cost estimate.

· Mayor Swanson volunteered the city council to bear the flag at the basketball game on January 9th at 7:00 p.m.  

· Mayor Swanson presented Councilors Johnson and Warner with certificates for their years of service.  

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 7:52 p.m.
