COUNCIL MINUTES

Tuesday April 1, 2008

Councilor Treaner called the council meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. in the Mapleton City Council Chambers.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt the agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Presentations

Tom Olinger reviewed the city’s auditor report.  Tom states “The city is healthy and in good shape”.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to approve 2007 audit.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Schultz, Donovan, Treanor,  Etherington.  Absent:  Swanson.  Motion carried.
Tony Gregor from Token BBQ discussed current repair costs and bills.  Councilor Schultz asked “we have a building and restaurant, where do we as city stand on these repairs?  What does the lease state?”  City Attorney, Bruce Sellers commented that as it stands now it is their position that the building and everything in the building is the landlord’s responsibility.  Consensus is for the city to pay all repair bills, reimburse Tony for repair bills he has paid, and to subtract amount paid out from original cost of building.
Old Business

A.  Fire Station - doors
The current proposal is for 2 full glass doors but after more research it was determined that 2 half glass doors would be better.  In addition, the back exit door needs to be replaced.  Councilor Donovan asked if the problem with the door sticking and being so hard to open is actually the door or the hinges.  Further research will go into the exit door before anything is replaced.  It was determined to have the contractor remove and dispose of concrete floor as needed for new plumbing and to remove and dispose of existing block walls as needed for the cost of $1,170.00.    

    B.  RFP for engineers update
Administrator Woodruff stated that we have had a lot of requests for RFP’s, at least 25 with engineer companies still calling and requesting RFP’s.  When all the RFP’s are in, the committee who consists of:  Councilor Schultz, Mayor Swanson, Administrator Woodruff and Public Works Supervisor Bartholomew will review and score all RFP’s, to narrow down who will be interviewed for future projects.    
New Business

A. Video Inspection System
It was discussed by Administrator Woodruff that our current way of dye testing the sewer lines is not a perfect system and cannot be done in a timely manner.  The Video Inspection System is more accurate and quicker.  It was determined to research this further by getting some quotes on the cost of the Video Inspection System.

B. Resolution 19-04-08 Approving Home Field
Councilor Schultz explained that currently in Mapleton boy’s baseball goes up to 6th grade.  Through Mankato Area Youth Baseball Association boy’s baseball goes up to 17 years old.  In order for Mapleton to participate with Mankato Baseball there would need to be a home field here in Mapleton at Heritage Park.  Parents are trying to create an association which would require the city to handle the funds of donations and expenses from the donations until they become incorporated as a non-profit organization.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 19-04-08 approving home field for new baseball league.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  None.  Motion carried.

C. Resolution 20-04-08 Moving Storm Sewer Line

Administrator Woodruff explained the lot sold to Mike Johnson on the corner of 1st Ave SE and Lincoln Street has a storm sewer line through the lot making it an unbuildable lot.  The Johnson family would like to build a home on that lot.  Mike Johnson is requesting the line be moved at the cost of the city.    Motion moved to table Resolution 20-04-08 to approve moving storm sewer line until Administrator Woodruff can get more information of cost and knowledge of sewer line.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

D. Grant Update
The $15,000 grant from Southern Minnesota Initiative Fund has been approved.  The council would like to thank Lynn Glarner, Andrea Johnson and Dr. Shawn Andrews for their hard work in achieving this grant.  The grant will be used to help entrepreneurs, current businesses and the elderly.
Miscellaneous

Rolin Sinn would like the city to consider having Bolton & Menk include the storm sewer in their plan for coordination purposes.  A single designer of all utilities would minimize rework by both parties and also streamline the plan delivery.  Rolin will have a more detailed and up to date cost estimate with city splits and credits toward the end of April.
Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 8:30 p.m.
