Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt the agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Presentations

7:30 p.m. Public Hearing – Vacation of Alley

Mayor Swanson closed the council meeting and opened the public hearing at 7:33 p.m.  

Bev Raimann was in favor of the vacation.  She expressed concern about the extra footage raising her property taxes.  Mayor Swanson closed the public hearing and reopened the council meeting at 7:36 p.m.

Old Business

A. St. Andrew’s Court Update – Ground Penetrating Radar 

  This item was removed and will be covered at a workshop in the near future.

New Business

A. Resolution 50-10-09 Approving Capital Outlay Equipment  

This item was removed and will be covered at a workshop.   
B. Resolution 51-10-09 Approving Street Name Change

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to approve Resolution 51-10-09 approving name change of one hundred block of Second Ave SW.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Donovan and Christian.  Motion carried.  
C. Resolution 52-10-09 Sidewalk Replacement 

Mayor Swanson asked if any more sidewalk would be replaced since this came in under budget.  Administrator Woodruff noted that a driveway would also be replaced due to fixing a water shut off.  Administrator Woodruff explained why this area was chosen to be replaced.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 52-10-09 hiring Trio Brothers Construction to remove and repair sidewalk on the 600 Block of Main Street East at a cost of $3,204.72.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Donovan and Christian.  Motion carried.  

D.   Resolution 53-10-09 Vacating Alley

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 53-10-09 vacating alley lying in block 8 of Plymats Addition.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Donovan and Christian.  Motion carried.  Mayor Swanson thanked Bev Raimann for attending.   Mrs. Raimann noted that some of the traffic on her road goes very fast.  The council will ask the police for some extra patrol in her area.    

E.  Resolution 54-10-09 Contract with Magic Media

Administrator Woodruff explained the compensation history with the billboard.  Councilor Donovan was opposed to the contract because the contract did not address the condition of the billboard.  Councilor Schultz recommended there be a special provision stating that the billboard needs to be maintained in good condition.    Administrator Woodruff will send the contract back with the provision.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to table Resolution 54-10-09.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

F. Resolution 55-10-09 Draw Request #5  

Councilor Schultz asked how much is left.  Administrator Woodruff explained that there is a little bit of sidewalk, sod and stripping left.  MNDOT will not open the road until everything is complete due to safety reasons.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 55-10-09 approving draw request number five from Mathiowetz Construction in the amount of $679,494.61.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Donovan and Christian.  Motion carried.

G. Speed limit – response from MNDOT  

Councilor Schultz felt that since the city won’t be allowed to lower the speed limit to 20 miles per hour on the cul-de-sacs, he recommended additional police patrol in the areas where there are complaints.  Councilor Schultz did not feel that this is the time to go out and purchase a bunch of street signs.  Councilor Etherington stated the police chief told him that the biggest abusers are the ones who live there.  Administrator Woodruff will tell the police to do more patrols in the problem areas.    

H. Solicitor Application

Administrator Woodruff stated that the permits only go until December 31st of each year.   It was the general consensus to approve the permit for the Iowa Steak Company to sell meat.    

I. Boulevard Tree Request

Mayor Swanson read the request for Cheri Landsteiner to be reimbursed for boulevard trees that she purchased and planted.  Administrator Woodruff explained to those who requested boulevard trees that there was a spending freeze in place.  Councilor Schultz stated that the city wants to be in control on the type of trees that are planted on the boulevard due to power lines and other issues.  Councilors Schultz and Etherington felt that since it was explained to her that there is a spending freeze, she shouldn’t be reimbursed.  It was the general consensus to deny the request.  

J. Conditional Use Permit – dog Application/and change to permitting  

Councilor Schultz stated that there is already a process in place for approving the conditional use permit for three or more dogs.  He felt that the zoning board should continue approve these permits because the ordinance outlines how this is to be handled.  Councilor Schultz felt that if the member continues to make an issue about these permits, then maybe he needs to be replaced on the zoning board.  Councilor Etherington and Mayor Swanson agreed. 

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 7:41 p.m.
