Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. in the Mapleton City Council Chambers.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Adopt Agenda

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt the agenda. All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried. 
Old Business

A. Restaurant
Administrator Woodruff inquired that the City received two more bills for Token BBQ;  one from Cuddy and one from Bill’s Hardware, is the City to pay these bills?  Councilor Treanor along with Mayor Swanson said to get the bills paid.
New Business

A. Resolution 42-06-08 Purchase restaurant
Administrator Woodruff explained the plan is as of tomorrow, 06-18-06, to purchase the restaurant from Dan and Donna Strehlo, so it then can be sold to Tony Gregor from Token BBQ  Mayor Swanson clarified that the back taxes owed on the property are being paid by the Strehlo’s.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 42-06-08 purchasing the restaurant for $54,853.38.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Etherington and Schultz.  Motion carried.
B. Livestock in the City limits
Administrator Woodruff explained that there is a person who lives just within the City limits, and would like permission to keep a turkey and maybe bring in some cattle.   Councilor Donovan asked if he was grandfathered since the town is growing out that way.  Councilor Treanor stated that since the barn on the property has fallen down, it is not considered an established farm site.  Administrator Woodruff pointed out that the Ordinance reads there is no livestock in town. Councilor Donovan isn’t concerned about the turkey, but cattle are a different story.  It was agreed upon that the turkey could stay but no cattle.  
C. Sale of restaurant – Tony Gregor
The purchase price of the restaurant is $80,000.  The City will deduct $5,000 for repairs to the roof both inside and out that Tony Gregor can do/hire done himself.   The final purchase price will then be $75,000.
D.  Yard of the Month
 Harland Jaeger is the “Yard of the Month” winner for June.  
E. City Shop Fans
The new City shop has no ceiling fans and is being requested by Larry Johnson and Karmen Bartholomew to add 8 ceiling fans when the remodeling is being done.  Councilor Donovan asked if this is part of the original bid.  Administrator Woodruff answered by saying it was not part of original bid but listed as an option.  She also explained that Larry Johnson suggested he and Karmen put the 4 ceiling fans up in the part that is not being remodeled, since the wiring is already there.  This is something they could do in the winter.  It was agreed to have the contractor put in 4 ceiling fans while remodeling is being done at the price of $766.  The Council also agreed that this is it, don’t keep coming back to the Council requesting work to be done because it is easier to have it done during remodeling, a lot of hidden costs pop up that way.  
      F.  Street Widths
Administrator Woodruff stated during a current highway meeting, the question was brought up to widen 6th Ave SE and 3rd Ave SE by the Fire Station.  Councilor Donovan would be in favor of widening 6th Ave as long as no trees are lost.  Widen the street to the width what the rest of streets are.  Councilor Treanor stated to up 34 feet as long as no trees are sacrificed.   It was agreed upon not to change 3rd Ave by the Fire Station.  Mayor Swanson stated that since we are taking away parking on Hwy 30, we don’t want to take any more off-street parking away.       
Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 8:07 p.m.
