Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Adopt Agenda

Matt Hawker was added under Presentations

Resolution 21-6-10 was added as Unfinished Business item B.
Resolution 22-6-10 was added as Unfinished Business item C.
Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt the agenda with the additions.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Presentations – Visitor Presentation

I & S Engineer – Ditch 57 & Bill Douglas of Bolton & Menk

Chris Larson explained the changes to the proposed pond expansion.  He estimated that the pond would have to be cleaned every fifteen to twenty years.  If the city owned the pond, the ditch assessments may be reduced.  If the county owned the pond, the city would be assessed for cleaning and possibly larger ditch assessments.  Bill Douglas of Bolton and Menk recommended the city expand the pond as part of the ditch 57 project.  He also highly recommended that the city do a public relation campaign to limit the use of cold tar driveway sealer.  There was a discussion about snow storage.  County Commissioner Bruender explained that the improvements made to the pond will improve water quality.  The pond will be monitored as part of the grant with grant funds.  Administrator Woodruff asked if fencing would be needed around the pond to keep the sheep out and if this would be part of the project cost.  Councilor Schultz asked if the county could assist with educational information about runoff water.  Mayor Swanson asked about landscaping options around the pond.  Mr. Douglass explained the pros and cons for native grass versus grazed grass.  
Matt Hawker
Matt Hawker addressed the council about the letter that he had received concerning pot bellied pigs.  He stated that he owns one and that it resides in the country.  Mr. Hawker brings the pig to town for visits lasting four to six hours.  The animal in questions is current on shots and is fixed.  Administrator Woodruff suggested that Mr. Hawker talk to the police chief about this issue.  

Mr. Hawker also had a complaint about the horses that were in the parade.  They tore up his grass and defecated in his lawn.  Mayor Swanson stated that he would mention this to the Town and Country Day Board.    

Unfinished Business

A. Resolution 19-6-2010 Seal deck at Liquor Store
Administrator Woodruff explained the bids.  Councilor Donovan asked if the color would come off and have to be reapplied each year.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 19-6-10 approving Bernie Langworthyto power wash and seal the liquor store deck at a cost of $850.00. B.   Resolution 21-6-10 sale of 2006 squad car
Administrator Woodruff stated that Chief Honsey had explained the leasing of the new squad car and selling the car to Chicago Motors was part of the presentation at the last meeting.  This is a formality for the auditors.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 21-6-10 approving sale of 2006 squad car. C. Resolution 22-6-10 Pond Expansion
Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 22-6-10 approving city pond expansion with option 1.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.
