Adopt Agenda
Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt the agenda with the addition of Resolution 2-9-12 Ordering Preparation of Report and Resolution 2-10-12 Wastewater Facility Plan.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

A. Jon Herzog of Regional Center for Entrepreneurial Facilitation stated that they were a non profit organization to help business development.  He said they had helped businesses in Mapleton.  He works with start up businesses and helps them prepare a business plan.  They also help existing business with marketing plans.  He left packets of information for business owners to pick up at city hall.   
New Business  

     A.   The council reviewed the resolution on the new job descriptions for the liquor   store.  City Administrator Woodruff said the Comparable Worth Committee had reviewed these job descriptions to make sure they are within the guidelines of our comparable worth plan.   Councilor Schultz stated it the comparable worth committee is happy with these descriptions and grades than he was satisfied.  Councilor Donovan made a motion to approve Resolution 02-08-12 approving new job descriptions.  Councilor Schultz seconded.   Roll call vote:  Aye: Donovan, Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay: none.  Motion carried.
 The Maple River Area Heritage Society has purchased the old Lyn Dels building.  They are requesting that the public works department clean the snow in front of the building when needed.  They are also requesting that they be allowed to put out a handicapped parking sign for the museum when the museum is open.  Mayor Swanson said he did not think these were unreasonable requests.  Councilor Etherington said he didn’t think they were asking for much.  Al Christian made a motion to approve the request from Maple River Area Heritage Society that the city remove snow in front of the building when needed and they be allowed to wheel out a handicapped parking sign when they are open.  Councilor Etherington seconded.   All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried. 

Unfinished Business:  Dan Sarff of Bolton and Menk presented a revised construction plan for the 2012 project.  He also presented the 2013 plan.  The2013 plan will be part of the application to the Public Facilities Authority (PFA).  Councilor Donovan asked if there was much of a chance for the city to receive a grant for this project.  Mr. Sarff said that it would be unlikely that the City of Mapleton would receive a grant but may receive a low interest loan.  Councilor Etherington said that this was a large project to move ahead on in 2012.  Dan Sarff said that the council can always back off a portion of the project if they want to, but they can not add on a street to the project once the hearings have started without starting all over.  Councilor Schultz made a motion to approve Resolution 02-19-12 Ordering the Preparation of a Report on an Improvement: 2012 Street and Utility Improvement Project.  Councilor Donovan seconded.   Roll call vote:  Aye: Donovan, Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay: none.  Motion carried.
Dan Sarff stated he needed a resolution for the PFA application he is preparing for the 2013 project.  
Councilor Donovan made a motion to approve Resolution 02-10-12 Adopting Wastewater Facility Plan and Authorizing Submittal to the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency.  Councilor Christian seconded.   Roll call vote:  Aye: Donovan, Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay: none.  Motion carried.
Miscellaneous

City Administrator Woodruff told the council that it would cost approximately $1,200 to fix the camera the Public Works Department uses to televise household sewer services.  She said the company told the Public Works Department that the camera had gotten wet.  The council did say that we should have an agreement with anyone that rents this camera from us. An agreement that says they will fix it if it is not working when it is returned.  They also said that the Public Works Department should always check the camera once it is returned.   
Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 8:03 p.m.
