Mayor Swanson told the council members that there will be an open house on Tuesday November 13 from 5:30 to 7 P.m. at the Mapleton Fire Station.  He said the open house was for residents if they have any questions regarding the 2012 street and utility project 
New Business  

     A. Councilor Etherington made a motion to approve Resolution 11-66-12 Approving Draw Request #3.  Councilor Christian seconded.   Roll call vote:  Aye: Etherington, Christian and Swanson.  Nay: none.  Motion carried.
    B.  Mayor Swanson said the next item is a resolution to replace the camera system at the liquor store.  He said Administrator Woodruff recommends tabling this item until the next council meeting.  She said that she and Manager Johnson will be at the meeting to discuss it.  Councilor Etherington made a motion to table resolution 11-67-12.  Councilor Christian seconded.   All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried. 

C.  The council set the date to canvas the election results for 5:30 p.m. on Tuesday November 13, 2012.  

D.  Mayor Swanson gave an update on the EDA meeting held on November 5, 2012.   He said the board had met with the owner of the Mapleton Hardware store to see if there was anything the city could do to get the hardware store reopened.  Mr. Peach seems willing to work with anyone interested in reopening the store.  Councilor Christian said we should try and do anything we can to reopen the hardware store.  

Mayor Swanson than presented a request from Kaduce Tires to combined his two Blue Earth County Loans into one loan.  He explained that Caleb Kaduce would like
to combine his two loans and pay down the difference to reach $75,000.  Councilor Etherington made a motion to accept the request to combine the two loans.
Councilor Christian seconded.   All voted in favor thereof.    Motion carried.
Mayor Swanson said he and City Administrator Woodruff would bring the request to the next Mayor Clerks meeting. If it is approved there it will go to the Blue Earth County Commissioners.

Councilor Etherington made a motion to approve Resolution 11-68-12 to hire bartender Christa Springer.  Councilor Christian seconded.     Roll call vote:  Aye: Etherington, Christian and Swanson.  Nay: none.  Motion carried.

Miscellaneous

Councilor Etherington said he did not feel the liquor store should be opened on Sunday and wanted to know who had approved this.  Administrator Woodruff said she had told Manager Johnson to let the council know that she was planning to open the liquor store on Sundays.  Manager Johnson’s plan was to try the plan until the end of the Year.  Manager Johnson decided to open the liquor store last Sunday before the council meeting.  Councilman Etherington said he did not feel that was her decision to make.  He said the city council is her boss and she should have asked the council before opening it on Sunday.   Councilor Etherington said he is sure that she did not even make wages on Sunda when she was open.  He said the council is her boss.  He said he thought the liquor store should be closed on Sundays.  Mayor Swanson said they could discuss this at the next liquor store quarterly meeting which is November 20th.  He said until than the liquor store will be closed on Sundays.  

Mayor Swanson said the next regular council meeting will begin at 6:30 and there will be a workshop after the meeting with Auditor Tom Olinger.  
Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 7:32 p.m.
