Staff bi-monthly reports

Community Comment-No one was present for Community Comment.    

Quarterly update:  Fire Department
Chief Froehlich said they have 22 active members on the department.  They added 2 members the first of the year. He said they had a total of 181 calls in 2015 which is up 6%.  Chief Froehlich said that they had met with the townships last night.  The fire fighters discuss with them the need for a new pumper.  A pumper  costs about $500,000.  The townships gave the go ahead to form a truck committee and look at purchasing a truck in 2018.  This truck will be split between townships and city.  Mayor Hollerich said that the fire chief was looking for the go ahead from the council to form this committee.  It was the consensus of the council that the truck committee be formed to look into a new pumper.  Councilman Treanor will be on this committee representing the city along with a township member.  Chief Froehlich said they have many trainings planned for 2016.  He said most training costs are reimbursed  to the city thru Minnesota Board of Firefighters’ Training and Education.  
 Unfinished Business:
A.  Street Sweeper-  Mayor Hollerich said he had put together a spreadsheet to look at what is the most effective way for the city to clean the streets.  He wanted to look at all the options available.  He reviewed the cost to purchase a used sweeper or to hire the work done.  Councilman Treanor asked Public Works employee Karmen Bartholomew how often he sweeps the streets.  Karmen said that some of the old parts of town are sweep more often because of the large trees along the boulevards.  Overall he put about 70 hours on the sweeper each year.   Administrator Woodruff said they had gotten a couple quotes a few months ago on used sweepers.  The council reviewed those.  Councilman Treanor asked what the trade in value of our sweeper is?   Karmen said he thought around $10,000 but would check. It was the consensus of the council that they would like to continue to have our own sweeper.    Mayor Hollerich told Karmen to bring back current quotes for the next meeting and to find out what the trade in value for our sweeper.    
Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof, Motion Carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:29 p.m.
