COUNCIL MINUTES

Tuesday, February 17, 2015
Mayor Hollerich called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.   
Pledge of Allegiance

Staff members present:  City Administrator Woodruff. Fire Chief Ben Froehlich and Training Officer Mike Bammert.
Others present:  Sara Hein-Maple River Messenger, Jeanette Brandt, Dan Sohre of the Girls Summer Softball Association.
Approve Agenda - Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Community Comment:  Jeanette Brandt asked if the street could be closed by the Well when Sertoma has an event in the Library Park.  Ms. Brandt was told there is a street closure form she needs to fill out.  She also asked about closing the road closer to Central Avenue during Town and country Days.  It was recommended that she discuss this with the Town and Country Day Board.  This is where they set up a portion of the carnival and she needs to address this with the board.  Jeanette thanked the council and said she will fill out the form.  
Quarterly update:  Chief Ben Froehlich gave an update from the fire quarterly meeting.  He said the department went out on 169 calls in 2014.  This is the highest number of calls they have ever responded to in one year.   He said together they had put in 893 hours of training.  Chief Froehlich said they discuss that a new pumper would be needed within the next 4 to 6 years.  
Old Business

A. Update on restaurant –Bid to repair roof- Administrator Woodruff the city had just received the bid and has not had a chance to review it with Del Henze.  She said she will have more information at the next meeting.  
New Business:

A. Fire call charges- Mayor Hollerich said they discussed this issue at the quarterly meeting.  He said the city does not collect a large sum of money.  The tax payers are already paying taxes for the fire department.  Chief Froehlich stated they do not want people not to call due to the charges they receive from the fire department.  Councilor Etherington said if we are not consistent with charging everyone we should not charge anyone.  Councilor Treanor made a motion to discontinue charging $500 for fire calls, Councilor Etherington seconded.  All voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried. 

B.  Yard of the Month.  Administrator Woodruff asked if the council would like to discontinue Yard of the Month for the time being.  This began in 2002.  The council has given out 48 awards and has begun to duplication them.  It was the general consensus of the council to discontinue the yard of the month award.    
B. Batting cage area at Heritage Park.  Mayor Hollerich said the baseball and softball associations had put in the shed and the two batting cages at Heritage Park.  Dan Sohre said between the softball and baseball associations they have spent close to $20,000 on that area plus the labor.   He said at this time they do not have the funds to put in the lime between the two areas.  Mayor Hollerich said he felt they have done such a nice job in the City park.  It also brings many people into our community.  Dan Sohre said there are 160 kids in the baseball association and the girl’s softball association has between 70 and 80 participants.  Mayor Hollerich said he would like to city funds from the liquor store used to finish the area. Administrator Woodruff said that the public works department thought the area should also be tiled before the lime is put down.  Councilor Etherington said it brings people into town and it also gives our young people things to do in the park.  Dan Sohre said they are looking at bringing another tournament into the town at the end of July this year.  Councilor Treanor made a motion to finish the area between the two batting cages and tile that area for a cost of approximately $6,000. using profits from the Mapleton Municipal Liquor Store.   Councilor Maslakow seconded.  All voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  
Councilor Treanor made a moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion Carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:36 p.m.
