Mayor Hollerich called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Adopt Agenda

Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the agenda with the following additions: item D. Resolution 17-5-2015 Approving Sale of Lots, Item 18-5-2016 Approving Purchase of House, and application for street closure.   All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Community Comment-No one was present for Community Comment.    

Quarterly update:  Police Department – Chief Honsey said he had gone over the equipments list.  The Tasers are due to be replaced.  He said the office computer and printer are on the replacement schedule.  He said currently both are working and he sees no reason to replace at this time.  They discuss body camera and Chief Honsey  is watching what the legislature is going to be requiring for storage of data.  He said the department has received a new BPT from their enforcement operations
Mayor Hollerich introduced Scott McConkey from South MN Law Enforcement Liaison for the Office of Traffic Safety.  Mr. McConkey said he was very happy to be at the council meeting to present the $4,000 radar unit that the Mapleton Police Department had receive for their traffic safety enforcement.  Mr. McConkey said he has a very good working relationship with the Mapleton Police Department.  Mayor Hollerich congratulation Chief Honsey on the good work the department does.  
 Unfinished Business:
A.  John Graupman of Bolton and Menk said the work was ahead of schedule on the filter plant.  He said the filter plant had started to leak between the time the council approved the rehab and the actual work being done.  He noted that it was good the city had moved ahead on this project.  He said there was more work needed to seal the bottom of the tank.  They had anticipated some work but if was more extensive.  He said by doing this repair now the filter plant should last 30 years.  Mayor Hollerich made a motion to approve Resolution 19-5-16 approving the change order in the amount of $9,877. for repairs to the tank.  Councilman Christian seconded.  Roll Call vote: Aye:  Etherington, Christian and Hollerich.  Absent Treanor and Maslakow.  Motion Carried.   
B.  Resolution 14-5-2016.  Approving office Help.         Councilman Etherington moved and Councilman Christian seconded to approve Resolution 14-5-2016.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Treanor, Maslakow. Motion carried.      
C. Resolution 15-5-15 Tasers.  Mayor Hollerich said that as he understands it we have budgeted for 9 tasers over the last 15 years but only purchased 4.  Chief Honsey said we have not replaced them just because they have been on the replace schedule.  The department has replaced them when needed and Chief Honsey said they have been able to turn a few in on warranty and get replacements.  Mayor Hollerich asked how the tasers work for the part time officers.  Chief Honsey said when a part time officer works one of the full time officers leave their tasers for the part time officer.  Chief Honsey said it would not be necessary to have an additional Taser for the part time officers.      Councilman Etherington moved and Councilman Christian seconded to approve Resolution 15-5-2016 Approving purchase of Tasers for the Police Department.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Treanor, Maslakow . Motion carried.      
D. Resolution 17-5-16.  Mayor Hollerich explained this resolution was the same as was done in the past but it does not list a mayor or administrator name just the position.  This resolution is given to the attorney whenever a parcel of land is sold in the Caron addition.   Councilman Etherington moved and Councilman Christian seconded to approve Resolution 17-5-2016 Approving signatures for sale of lots.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Treanor, Maslakow. Motion carried.  
E. Resolution 18-5-15-  City Administrator Woodruff explained that to close on the property at 409 First Avenue SW the council must approve this resolution so she can sign the documents necessary to transfer to the property to the City of Mapleton.  Mayor Hollerich   moved and Councilman Christian  seconded to approve Resolution 18-5-2016 Approving the City Administrator is authorized to execute all deeds and documents necessary for the purchase of 409 First Avenue S.W Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Treanor, Maslakow . Motion carried.    
It was the consensus of the council that the Youth Center be allowed to close Main Street from County Road 7 to First Avenue NE for Jazz in the Library on May 18th from 4 p.m. until 8 p.m.  

Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof, Motion Carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:31 p.m.
