Mayor Hollerich called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Community Comment

Unfinished Business

A. Update on Roof at Token
Administrator Woodruff updated the council on a recent meeting regarding the city owned building at 203 Main Street East’s roof.  Del and Linda Henze along with Jim Swanson, Mayor Hollerich and herself were in attendance.  A plumber will look at a piece of pipe that needs to be reconnected.  After they have an estimate from the plumber, they will decide how to proceed.  Councilor Christian asked how the pipe became unhooked.  Administrator Woodruff and Mayor Hollerich explained that it was corroded and no longer worked.     
New Business

A. Lot on 8th Ave 

Administrator Woodruff explained the city purchased 1.48 acres of land in 2000 with the intent to build a city shop on the property.  Boening Brothers and Mike and Kara Fitzsimmons are interested in purchasing the lot from the city.  Steve Boening asked if the land was zoned for commercial use in case they wanted to build a shed there in the future.  Administrator Woodruff will look up how the property is zoned and let Mr. Boening know.  Mr. Boening also asked if they could run water and sewer to the property.  They would pay for the water and sewer installation.  Mayor Hollerich told Mr. Boening to submit a written offer before the next council meeting if he is interested in purchasing the property.   

B. Resolution 31-01-15 Implementation of Lexipol       

Police Chief Honsey reviewed all of the policies.  He is still looking for minor spelling and grammatical errors.  However, he feels it is time to pass the resolution approving implementation of the Lexipol policies.     

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 03-01-15 approving implementation of Lexipol Police Policy.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow, Christian, Treanor and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
C. Resolution 04-01-15 Squad Car
Police Chief Honsey explained that the current Crown Victoria is in the eighth year of service, has high mileage and is starting to have maintenance issues.  It was budgeted to be replaced in 2014, but he decided to put off replacing it for a year.  A lot of the equipment needs to be replaced because the new vehicles are a different size and the current equipment won’t fit in them.  Mayor Hollerich noted that the opportunity to lease a 2015 vehicle ends on February 4th.  He felt the information provided in the packet was well laid out.  Mayor Hollerich liked the lease because the maintenance expenses are included so there aren’t any hidden costs.  This helps with the budget process. Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 04-01-15 approving replacement of the 2008 Crown Victoria with a leased 2015 Ford Utility.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow, Christian, Treanor and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.      

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 06-05-15 approving purchase and installation of equipment listed in the packet up to $18,000.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow, Christian, Treanor and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

D. Resolution 05-01-15 amending Blue Earth County Hazard Mitigation Plan
Administrator Woodruff explained that there was one word was added to the blue Earth County all-hazards mitigation plan.    The city adopts this because we follow their plan and we have to in order to receive FEMA money in the future.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 05-01-15 amending the 2013 Blue Earth County All-Hazards mitigation plan.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow, Christian, Treanor and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

E. Town and Country Day Fireworks
Mayor Hollerich noted it was mentioned at a previous council meeting to also pay for the fireworks during Town and Country Days.  Administrator Woodruff explained that the city donated $5,000 to the celebration last year.  The Town and Country Days committee would like to know the council’s decision so they can start advertising.  Mayor Hollerich felt it was important to support the town celebration. Administrator Woodruff would like to promote the fact that the fireworks are paid for by the liquor store.  This is a way for the liquor store to give back to the community.   Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 7-01-15 approving a total of $10,000 ($5,000 donation and $5,000 for fireworks) to Town and Country Days.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow, Christina, Treanor and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:32 p.m.
