COUNCIL MINUTES

Tuesday, October 15, 2013

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt the consent agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

Item C was removed from the agenda by the request of Engineer Sarff.

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt the agenda with the change.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Community Comment

Andrea Johnson talked about the backup of sewage into their house at 108 Eighth Ave SE during the cleaning of the sewer main in front of her property.  They called a sewer cleaning company to get a recommendation because they were concerned about potential issues in the future.  Bob Johnson explained that it was the velocity, not the volume of sewer water that caused the problems.  The wallpaper in the bathroom is now peeling and the sewer water also got into the ductwork.  Administrator Woodruff stated that she had reported this to the city’s insurance agent.  
Public Hearing – Sale of Hardware Store
Mayor Swanson closed the council meeting and opened the public hearing at 7:08 p.m.  Mayor Swanson noted that he was really pleased to have a hardware store in town again.  Councilor Schultz explained that the EDA had already purchased the building and this public hearing is part of the process to sell the property.  Jim Heins noted that he will pick up the paperwork in the morning and the closing will be done before one pm on Wednesday.  Mayor Swanson closed the public hearing and reopened the council meeting at 7:11 p.m.

Unfinished Business:

A. Resolution 52-10-13 Sale of Hardware Store
Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 52-10-13 approving sale of hardware store.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

B. Resolution 47-10-13 Liquor Store Operations 

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 47-10-13 approving continuing operations of the Municipal Liquor Store.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  Liquor Store Manager Johnson thanked the council for their support.     

New Business

A. Resolution 53-10-13 Payment arrangement for SCDP Loan

Administrator Woodruff explained that this person has a small cities loan.  She wants to purchase a different house in town and make payments on the loan while renting out this house.  The current requirements are that the loan needs to be paid when they are no longer living in the house.  Councilor Schultz appreciated that she called and asked before she moved.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 53-10-13 approving payment agreement with SCDP loan recipient.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.      

B. Change date or time of council meeting

Due to the school holding an election on November 5th, the council must either meet after 8 p.m. or change the date of the council meeting.  Councilor Schultz asked what would be on the agenda.  Administrator Woodruff replied that Dan Sarff and Jason Klein will both be on the agenda.  It was the consensus of the council to hold the meeting at 8:01 p.m. on November 5th.       

C. Resolution 54-10-13 Approving Plans and Specifications

This item was removed per Engineer Sarff as the plans and specifications were not yet ready for approval.    

D. Resolution 55-10-13 Baseball field – new tile lines

Administrator Woodruff presented information regarding the tile line under the baseball field.  The field was tiled in 1998.  Not all of the tile has pea rock around it and the clay has plugged up the sock surrounding the tile.  Administrator Woodruff explained the proposal to put new tile lines in between the old tile lines under the baseball field and near the fence line on the third base line.  Administrator Woodruff explained staff believes the fourteen-inch storm tile dead ends somewhere between the baseball field and tennis courts.  Public works staff believes the storm water could be surcharging in the baseball field.  Administrator Woodruff explained a plan to cap off the fourteen-inch tile and divert the water to the twelve-inch tile.  This plan should also help with the storm water from Grove Street and the 300 block of Central Ave S.  Administrator Woodruff noted that this is an expensive project, but it needs to be done before any further work can be done to the field.  It is estimated that the total tiling project will cost approximately $12,000 to $13,000.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 55-10-13 approving tiling baseball field with the additional work that was identified.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 7:31 p.m.
