COUNCIL MINUTES

Tuesday, October 16, 2012

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

Miscellaneous was added as New Business item C.

Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt the agenda with the addition.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
New Business

A. Dan Sarff – Bolton & Menk – 2013 Street and Utility Project

Engineer Sarff summarized the proposed 2013 project.  The estimated $2 million project has been approved for PFA funding at an estimated 1.5% interest rate.  Tom Olinger, city auditor from Abdo Eick and Meyers, is putting together a five-year financial plan for the city.  This plan will include the financial impact of this proposed project.  The council discussed dates to hold the workshop about the five-year plan.  It was the consensus to hold the workshop on November 15th at 7:00 p.m.  

Engineer Sarff updated the council on the current street project.  There was a discussion about the sod.  Councilor Donovan suggested blacktopping the parking area to the south of the Fire Station.  

B. Explosion Proof Trap at fire station 

Administrator Woodruff explained the explosion tank and sewer line issues at the fire station.  The explosion tank had to be replaced since it was no longer in compliance.  There are problems with the sewer line and staff recommends replacing the line in the first truck bay.  The concrete contractor also recommended placing bollards on both the inside and outside of every overhead door.  It was the consensus of the council to just place bollards on the outside of the fill tank doors.  They did not feel they were necessary on the other doors.  The council toured the fire station to look at the problems.  They also discussed installing a sewer line for the dehumidifier to drain into.  It was the general consensus to replace the sewer line as needed and replace the concrete in the first two bays.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 10-65-12 replacing a portion of the floor, repairing sewer and installing two bollards at the fire station.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

C. Miscellaneous

· Department head attendance at council meetings.  At the police quarterly meeting, Police Chief Honsey stated that he and the other department heads usually just report on what is already in their written reports.  The council usually does not ask questions.  He felt the payroll could be better spent doing police duties rather than attending council meetings.  Councilor Schultz felt that department heads should still attend council meetings when there is something on the agenda related to their department.  Councilor Donovan liked the communication with the department heads.  He suggested that they attend quarterly.  Since the quarterly meetings are usually held before a council meeting, the council requested the department heads then stay for the council meeting.    

· Administrator Woodruff gave an update on the pharmacy survey.

· Councilor Donovan asked about the hardware store.  

· The council decided to canvas the election results on Monday November 12, 2012 at 6:30 p.m.

· Councilor Etherington asked about the status of 506 Smith St NE.  Administrator Woodruff stated that she reached an agreement with Santino Madison to purchase the house for $1,800.  The paperwork has not been signed yet.  

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 8:45 p.m.
