Fire Department Update:  Ben Froehlich
Fire Chief Froehlich reported on the following:

· Structure fire training
· Containment system installed and operational.  It is a vast improvement over previous system.  The council watched a demonstration on how the new SCBA tank fill containment system works.  

· Received $4,000 training grant for next year

· Currently have 22 members.  They are looking for more new members.  

· Currently have 158 calls for the year.  They are on track to have more calls than last year’s record high.

· Chief Froehlich thanked the council for their support.  

Unfinished Business 
1.  Approval of summary of ordinance 95.03 – 95.29
Approval of the ordinance summaries are needed for newspaper printing purposes.  Mayor Hollerich noted that the ordinance changes were passed last meeting.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to approve summary or ordinance 95.03 – 95.27 and 95.28 – 95.29.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  
New Business

A.  Basic Building Permit change
Administrator Woodruff requested approval for herself, Zoning Chairman Treanor and Mayor Hollerich to approve basic permits for decks, fences and sheds that meet all of the requirements beginning in 2016.  The zoning board will still meet monthly for any variance requests, conditional use permits and other permits that need the full board to review.  Administrator Woodruff requested this change because often a resident will submit a permit application the day after the zoning board meeting and then have to wait a month for permit approval.  Mayor Hollerich felt that this makes sense and help residents with less waiting time if there are no issues with the permit.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to change the way basic building permits are handled.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  
B. Resolution 48-11-15 Bar Stools
The current bar stools seats are cracked and ripping apart.  Deputy Clerk Olsen obtained two quotes for new bar stools.  Councilor Etherington expressed concern that the lower prices ones would not hold up.  He would rather spend more money and get nicer bar stools.  It was the consensus to purchase one of the cheaper barstools and see how we like it.   

Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:17 p.m.
