Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station. 
Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt the agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Community Comment

No one was present for Community Comment. 

Public Hearing:  Proposed Special Assessment 

Mayor Swanson closed the meeting and opened the public hearing at 7:04 pm.  Administrator Woodruff explained that there was an open house for the PFA sewer project.  One person attended with questions.  Engineer Sarff explained why two properties were removed from the assessment roll.   The sewer line at 313 Third Ave SE did not connect to the sewer main that was lined and the sewer main on Eighth Ave NE did not extend to Leonard Gartner Trucking’s second property.  Engineer Sarff explained that the assessment calculations were based on the standard assessment adjusted for inflation per the assessment policy.  There were no major concerns with the assessments.  Administrator Woodruff explained that the city has an agreement with the HRA houses from approximately 30 years ago in which all HRA houses do not have to pay assessments.  Mayor Swanson closed the public hearing and reopened the meeting at 7:13 p.m.  
New Business

A. Resolution 59-11-14 Draw Request #7 Final BCM 2012 Project   
Engineer Sarff explained that this is the final draw request from the 2012 project.  The curb was replaced on Sixth Ave SE.  The dirt behind the curb should be seeded in the fall.  Engineer Sarff recommended approval of the pay estimate.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 59-11-14 approving draw request number seven from BCM Construction, Inc.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Schultz, Etherington, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
B. Resolution 60-11-14 Draw Request #6 Holtmeier  
Engineer Sarff explained the change order of replacing riser pipes in the existing lift station.  It took six extra days to find and obtain the elbows.  The project was twelve days past completion date.  Engineer Sarff asked if the council was ok with reducing the liquidated damages to six days to take into account the extra time for the riser parts and elbows.  Councilor Schultz stated that it would cost more to fight for the full liquidated damages than we would receive.  It was the consensus to approve the $3,000 in liquidated damages.  There is still a punch list and some quantities may need to be adjusted.  He recommended the council still keep the full five percent retainage as an incentive to finish the punch list.  Engineer Sarff explained the biggest issue is the run time on the pumps.  They are supposed to work as one large lift station rather than two separate ones by cycling through all five pumps.  They are not working this way yet.  Councilor Schultz asked if the improvements will reduce the sewer issues when there is a large rain.  Engineer Sarff explained that it should help.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 60-11-14 approving draw request number six from Holtmeier Construction, Inc.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

C. Resolution 61-11-14 Adopting Assessment
Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 61-11-14 adopting assessment with the removal of line #19, HRA property.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
D. GASB 67
Administrator Woodruff explained GASB 67 is a new accounting standard that requires an actuary for the fire relief association because the schedule is not good enough for city accounting standards.  This is of no benefit to the relief association.  It would cost approximately $4,000 to $5,000 each year for the actuary and to have it audited.  The auditors told us that not having an actuary for the fire relief would affect the city’s bond rating.  Administrator Woodruff talked to Monte Eastvod, the city’s bond agent and he did not think it would affect the bond rating, but she will verify this.  Administrator Woodruff stated that there will be a finding in the audit for not having a fire relief actuary.  It was the general consensus of the council to not do the actuary if it does not affect the city’s bond rating.  
E. Limited Permit change request
Administrator Woodruff explained that egress windows have nothing to do with building setbacks.  The Zoning Board is in agreement that egress windows should be on a limited building permit that Administrator Woodruff approves.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to allow egress windows and window wells on a limited building permit.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

Mayor Swanson invited all present to treats after the December 2nd council meeting.     
Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 7:36 p.m.
