Mayor Hollerich called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Agenda

Police Quarterly update was added after Community Comment.
Jim Heins Driveway approach was added as New Business item D.
Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt the agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Community Comment

No one was present for Community Comment.   
Police Quarterly Update

Mayor Hollerich asked about the POST Board audit.  Police Chief Honsey explained that they audited the police policies, training records, use of force training, firearms training and last four new hire background checks.  
Mayor Hollerich asked about the lease cost on the squad vehicles going down.  Police Chief Honsey explained that the new Fords are not costing as much to maintain as the state anticipated.  The city should save approximately $1300 over the next twelve months.  

Councilor Etherington asked about the number of traffic stops as he thought it was a lot.  Police Chief Honsey replied that it is approximately between three and three and a half stops per day spread over about twenty hours of coverage.  Mayor Hollerich also noted that some were during TZD.  Councilor Etherington asked about farmers not getting seatbelt tickets.  Police Chief Honsey replied that there are specific state statutes related to farming operations and he would be happy to look them up and explain them to Councilor Etherington.  

Presentation

Monte Eastvold-Northland Securities Refunding Resolution 47-11-2015 Accepting Proposal for Negotiated Sale of G.O. Crossover Bonds

Monte Eastvold explained that the council passed the trigger resolution at the prior meeting.  The markets were good last Wednesday and the interest rate was locked in then.  He handed out the final numbers on the crossover refunding bond.  The total savings will be $27,672.22.  This is a 3.82% savings with an average rate of 1.88%.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 47-11-2015 accepting proposal for negotiated sale of G.O Crossover Bonds.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.  
New Business

A. Dangerous Dog Ordinance & Summary
Police Chief Honsey explained there is a state statute on dangerous dogs, but the city does not have an ordinance for them.  There was recently a dangerous dog incident.  Most of the proposed ordinance is the same as state statute, however this ordinance contains more detailed requirements for the dog enclosure.  The ordinance is similar to North Mankato’s ordinance and the city attorney reviewed it and is fine with the ordinance.  Police Chief Honsey also stated that this ordinance is clearer and easier to understand than the state statute.  Mayor Hollerich felt this was a good ordinance to have for the rare occurrences dangerous dog issues.  Councilor Etherington asked if there is a limit on how many dogs a person can have.  Administrator Woodruff stated that the ordinance was previously changed to a total of three dogs.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to approve ordinance 95.28 through 95.29.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.    
B. Revision to Animal Ordinance
Administrator Woodruff explained that the city no longer has a city pound.  All impounded animals are taken to All Pets.  She removed the requirements to license cats since so few are licensed.  Administrator Woodruff also changed the dog license fee to a lifetime license.  If an owner doesn’t provide proof of rabies, the owner will be charged for another lifetime license.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to approve the amended ordinance 95.03 through 95.27.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  
C. Snow Emergency Ordinance revision & procedures 
Mayor Hollerich noted that the yellow highlighted are additions to the snow emergency ordinance essentially adding in a business district snow emergency.  Administrator Woodruff explained that sometimes the timing of the snow does not allow for good cleanup of the business district and near the school.  Mayor Hollerich explained this lays out what procedures the public works and police departments will follow.  The police hand out notices during the fall to remind people of the snow emergency ordinance.  Administrator Woodruff noted that the city does not want to tow cars, but that the vehicles need to be removed to clean efficiently.  Police Chief Honsey explained that the business district wording is similar to language in a prior snow ordinance.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to amend Ordinance 71.03.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  
D. Jim Heins Driveway Approach
Jim Heins requested a field approach to his from property adjacent to Troendle St SW.  He will need a different access after MNDOT repairs the storm drain along Highway 30.  Administrator Woodruff sent Mr. Heins the restrictions for the storm pond that was installed during the Highway 30 project.  Councilor Treanor asked of Troendle St. SW can handle the equipment.  It was the consensus to allow this field approach.  
Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:36 p.m.
