Community Comment

New Business

A. Handicapped parking space.  Administrator Woodruff said that Jason Langworthy of Maggie J’s had requested a handicapped parking space in front of his business.  Public Works employee Bartholomew contacted the county regarding this.  There is not a curb cut in front of the business so we can not put a sign up where there is no access.  Acting Mayor asked Councilor Christian what it would cost to put in a ped ramp.  Councilor Christian said approximately $1,000 if there is enough slope in that area.  A handicapped space could be at one end of the block or the other.  Councilor Etherington said he did not see how that would help being so far from the restaurant.  Administrator Woodruff said she would talk Mr. Langworthy.  
B. Approving brace for filter plant walkway.  Water Operator Larry Johnson recommended to the council that walkway in the filter plant be braced up instead of completely replaced.  Replacement cost is $25,000.  Mr. Johnson obtained a price from Massop Electric to brace the walkway for $320.50.  It was the consensus of the council that Johnson has Massop Electric brace the walkway.
C. Clay at the Lagoon.  Boening Brothers requested that they take up to 10,000 yards of clay from out by the lagoon for a project they are working on.  Public Works employee Bartholomew saw no reason for them not to take the clay.  Administrator Woodruff said the city has a line item of $.25 per yard.  It was the consensus of the council that Boening be allowed to take the clay at no charge.

Acting Mayor Treanor adjourned the meeting at 7:11 p.m.
