Mayor Hollerich called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Agenda

Resolution 50-12-15 was added as New Business Item D.
Resolution 52-12-15 was added as New Business Item E.
Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt the agenda with the additions.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Community Comment

Cindy Wishart was present representing Extra Storage.  She requested something be done about the standing water in the ditches along both sides of Highway 22.  She pays for storm sewer and the water doesn’t go anywhere.  Mayor Hollerich replied that the city will have a discussion with MNDOT since it is a state highway.  Engineer Sarff noted that there may not be an outlet for the storm sewer that is deep enough to drain the ditches.   
Public Works Update:
Water Operator Johnson reported on the following:  

· Filter Plant 
· Sewer televising on 8th Ave Se and alley behind Dietz foods.  The line behind Dietz may have to be lined and 8th Ave dug up and replaced.  

· Discussed new public works job description and when to hire a person

· Compost ramp was fixed

· Discussed streets and alleys to consider for next project

· Sweeper needs repairs and is on the replacement list.  

Mayor Hollerich thanked him for all of his work.

Public Hearing – Truth in Taxation for the 2016 Budget 

Mayor Hollerich closed the council meeting and opened the public hearing at 7:13 p.m.  No one was present for the public hearing.  Mayor Hollerich closed the public hearing and reopened the council meeting at 7:14 p.m.
Dan Sarff – Filter Plant  
The plans are completed and have been sent to the MN Department of Health for review.  There were no significant changes from the last discussion.  Massop Electric will fix the ladder and walkway since their quote was a lot cheaper.  Moving and relocating the chemicals will be done by the chemical supplier and the electric work by a local electrician.  The proposed schedule is to advertise for bids and open them on January 13th.  The bid will be awarded at the following council meeting on January 19th.  It is likely the project will start in March and be back on-line in May.  Mayor Hollerich asked when the city should start letting residents know when the filter plant will be off-line and the water quality sill decrease.  Engineer Graupman recommended the same notification as when flushing water mains or about a week prior.  
New Business

A.  Resolution 49-12-15 Adopting Final 2016 Budget
Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 19-12-15 adopting final 2016 tax levy of $307,662 general fund tax levy and $425,000 debt service levy. Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Christian, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.

B. Resolution 51-12-15 Draw Request Number 7 – Final  
Engineer Sarff received signed copies and the rest of the paperwork needed for the final draw request.  The only thing that remained was the Wastewater Operator Bartholomew had not yet received a copy of the televising reports.  Upon review of the televising, there is a spot that looks questionable in one of the lining sections.  The section will be re-televised to verify if there is a defect or not.  There is a warranty on the lining work and if there is a defect, it will be taken care of.  Councilor Christian was confident that Holtmeier will take care of the problem.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 51-12-15 approving draw request number seven from Holtmeier Construction, Inc. in the amount of $73,904.44, but not releasing the money to Holtmeier until the sewer lining is investigated and there are no outstanding issues.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Christian, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  Etherington.  Motion carried.

C. Recycling Center – rent request  

Jay DeLeon sent a letter to the city stating he will start charging rent for the recycling area in January.  Administrator Woodruff send a letter to Don Rice of Sertoma and Jay DeLeon explaining it is in the contract with Sertoma that Sertoma is responsible for paying any rent for the recycling area.  She also sent them both a map so they each know how much property they have.  
D. Resolution 50-12-15 Signing authority
Mayor Hollerich stated this is a contract with the county attorney’s office.  Administrator Woodruff clarified that it is necessary for the police to store and see electronic records.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 50-12-15 authorizing signing authority allowing access to Minnesota Government access accounts for electronic court records and documents.  Roll call vote: Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Christian, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
E.  Resolution 53-12-15 Approving Plans & specs
 Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 52-12-15 approving plans and specifications and ordering advertisement for bids.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Christian, Etherington, Hollerich, Maslakow and Treanor.  Motion carried.  
Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:42 p.m.
