Mayor Hollerich called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt the consent agenda as amended.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Community Comment

No one was present for Community Comment.    
Unfinished Business

A. Boening Brothers – lot sale 
Mayor Hollerich read the Boening Brothers bid of $14,800.00.  Kara FitzSimmons submitted two proposals.   Kara FitzSimmons explained that she would like to put up a community event center with the city keeping the lot.  There would be a community board for the event center with leased space for Simplify.  As a community, the project could be funded.  The second proposal is to purchase the lot and the city would install utilities to the property line and pave the road, contingent upon financing.  Mayor Hollerich asked if they have cash flow statements yet.  Kara FitzSimmons did not have those yet.      

Mayor Hollerich closed the meeting to discuss the purchase offers for 501 Eighth Ave SE. at 7:10 p.m.
The council discussed both offers.  It was the general consensus to accept the Boening Brothers offer since it was higher.  The council will continue to help the FitzSimmons look for a more suitable property for an event center.  Mayor Hollerich closed the closed meeting and reopened the council meeting at 7:20 p.m.
Mayor Hollerich summarized the council looked at the offers.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Christian seconded to accept the Boening Brothers offer to purchase the city owned lot at 501 8th Ave SE.   All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich stated that he appreciated both offers.          
Steve Boening thanked the council for consideration of their offer.  
New Business

A. Filter Plant Media 

Water Operator Johnson explained that the water filter was a new structure 1985.  Typically the media life is twenty years, however it still seem to be doing a good job removing the iron and manganese from the water.  

The hatches are showing corrosion.  It is time to start looking at replacing the media and making other repairs to the structure.  The Minnesota Department of Health requires an engineer plans if doing anything other than just changing the media.  There is likely corrosion in the bottom of the tank and underdrains.  The bid from Tonka Equipment is a worst case scenario bid of $98,887 to replace the media, underdrains, sight glasses and six hatches.  The project would take two to four weeks.  The best time of year to complete the project is in March or April while the water usage is lower.  Mayor Hollerich asked if an engineer looks at the filter plant now, will the plans still be good in eleven months.  Councilor Etherington asked if this needs to be fixed.  Water Operator Johnson replied that it does, but is not urgent.  It was the general consensus to ask Bolton & Menk for an estimated cost and how long the engineering report is good for.  

B. Crossover Bond       

Administrator Woodruff explained that interest rates have decreased enough to consider refinancing the 2009 Highway 30 project.  Cost savings would be approximately $26,506.72 over the life of the bond.    Approval needed to continue with the refinancing process.  Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to proceed with refinancing the 2009 GO improvement bond. All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  
C. Approve Temporary Liquor License 
Mayor Hollerich explained the Maple River AAA foundation is holding their annual event at Heritage Place on April 11th.  They asked Muni to bring a cash bar to the site.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to approve the temporary 1-day liquor license.  All present voted in favor thereof.
D. Need for part time police officers 
The main part time officer was hired elsewhere.  Chief Honsey is advertising for one or two part time officers.  Mayor Hollerich noted the city has had up to 5 part time officers to call when needed to fill in full time officer shifts.    

Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:46 p.m.
