Community Comment

No one was present for Community Comment.    
Presentation:  Mike Johnson M & M Insurance.  Resolution 13-04-15 and Resolution 14-04-15
Mike Johnson presented the 2015 insurance renewal package.  In general the increase was due to increase of exposure. Mr. Johnson talked about the no fault water and sewer coverage.  The coverage pays for property owner’s damage in case of a sewer line backup or water main break.  There were some changes in the coverage due to FEMA declared disaster and heavy rainfall events.  Mayor Hollerich felt this was an additional benefit for the residents if the city carried this insurance.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 13-04-15 establishing limited clean up and property damage protection for sewer backups and water main breaks for water and sewer customers.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Treanor.  Motion carried.   
Mr. Johnson encouraged the city to appoint him as our workers comp agent rather than handling work comp claims directly with the League of Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust.  He also talked about the HCA asset management coverage for lagoons.  It was the consensus of the council to pursue this option further.  Mr. Johnson will contact LMCIT to have a site assessment performed.  Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 14-04-2015 accepting insurance bid from M & M Insurance.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Treanor.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich thanked Mr. Johnson for attending.  
Unfinished Business

1.  K9 car update

  There was a letter from Police Chief Honsey in the council packet explaining the K9 car situation.  Mayor Hollerich reported that Chief Honsey is continuing to work with Fleet Services to get the situation fixed.  Police Chief Honsey is concerned about waiting too long for a replacement car due to possible repairs on the current car.  
New Business

A. Porta Potties 

There was a request for a porta potty in the Library Park since there is no restroom available when the library is closed.  Administrator Woodruff noted that a privacy fence would be put around it to prevent it from being tipped over and also for aesthetic purposes.  It was the consensus of the council to approve this request.  

A property owner requested a porta potty in their yard for the summer.  Administrator Woodruff expressed concern about how often it would get dumped and about neighbor complaints.  It was the consensus of the council to deny this request.           

B. Street Closure Requests       

 There was a request to close the 100 block of Main Street East on May 20th for Jazz in the Park.  There was also a request to close the 100 block of First Ave NE and the 100 block of Main Street NE for the Town and Country Days carnival.  It was the consensus of the council to approve both of these street closure requests.     

Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:50 p.m.
