Adopt Agenda

Resolution 21-04-14 Police Computer was added as New Business item B.

Miscellaneous was added as New Business item C.  

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the agenda with the additions.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Quarterly Department Report:  Police

Police Chief Honsey reported the following:

· Continue spending time at school

· Updated business emergency contact list

· Attend activities at the Community Home and Child Care Center once per month

· Had use of force and taser training

· Had 1st responder refresher

· Updated/sent out dog and cat licenses

· Sent out golf cart permits

· Ordered new squad car.  Hopefully will arrive in a couple of weeks

Mayor Swanson was pleased with the community contact.

Community Comment

Tom Hicks presented a petition about the neglected property at 304 Fourth Ave SE.  Neighbors have witnessed animals coming and going from the property.  The walk out basement door collapsed and the basement is full of water.  Pictures of the house were passed around.  The neighbors would like to see something done with the property.  Police Chief Honsey stated that he has sent violations over the years and the owners respond to the clean up requests.  He will look into the situation and reminded the council that the process is slow.  Councilor Schultz suggested a house inspection to see how bad the interior condition is.  

Unfinished Business:

1. Sewer Line 1st Ave SW

Administrator Woodruff explained that the information presented at the previous meeting was incorrect.  There is a Y connection to the old sewer line before the broken cap.  Since dirt is sifting into the sewer main, the cap should be dug up and repaired.  It was the consensus of the council to repair the broken sewer cap.  

2. RFP for water meter

Administrator Woodruff asked for council permission to send out and request for proposals on new water meters.  The water meters are fifteen years old.  The computer software and meter reading device are not running very well.  City staff has met with several meter salesmen.  The new meters will send a notification of high usage, which will be useful if someone has a leak.  Councilor Treanor asked if the homeowner is paying for them or if the city is.  Administrator Woodruff replied that last time the homeowner paid half.  She will put together payment proposals after the RFPs are received.  It was the consensus of the council to send out the RFP for water meters.  

New Business

A. Paint 2 tennis courts 
Administrator Woodruff explained that staff has not yet received the rest of the quotes for blacktop and a fence.  Water Operator Johnson was thought the quotes would be in by today.  Administrator Woodruff will talk to the school when she receives the prices since the school pays for half of the tennis court maintenance.  

B. Resolution 21-04-14 Police Computer      

Police Chief Honsey explained it is time to replace the nine-year-old desktop computer that is still running Windows XP.  Microsoft is no longer supporting Windows XP.  There is money in capitol outlay to pay for new computer and Microsoft Office software.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 21-04-14 purchasing police computer from Computer Bob in the amount of $1,442.19.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Treanor and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.  

C. Miscellaneous 

· Highway 22 will be seal coated the end of May or early June.  

· The new lift station structure is in place.  They will be installing new rip rap around the lagoon pond and connect the manhole near Highway 22.  

· Mayor Swanson asked for a status update on the lots.  Administrator Woodruff reported there is nothing new to report.

· Protein Sources would like to build a wash station on the Joe Massop property by the Mini Storage units on Highway 22.  There are water and sewer mains for them to connect to.  It depends on if MNDOT will allow an entrance off Highway 22.  The road will be at Massop cost.  

· Bolton and Menk donated Twins Tickets for a drawing during Town and Country Days.  Schmitty and his wife will be bartenders at the beer garden by the fire station.  

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 7:38 p.m.
