Mayor Hollerich called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Agenda

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt the agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Unfinished Business
1. Resolution 22-05-15 Liquor Store Parking lot

Mayor Hollerich explained the difference in this bid from the previously approved bid was the addition of replacing the catch basin and pipe.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to rescind Resolution 17-05-15 and adopt Resolution 22-06-15 approving the quote of Nielsen Blacktopping to repave the Liquor Store parking lot, fix the catch basin, and install new patio at a cost of $38,337.00.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Abstain:  Christian.  Motion carried.  

New Business

A. Fencing for beer garden  

The council discussed the proposed fencing for the Town and Country Days Street Dance.  The council discussed fencing in the whole area and not allowing minors inside the fenced in area.  Councilor Maslakow asked if there would be an area for minors who wanted to see the band.  Deputy Clerk Olsen replied that there should be some room on the north side of the city hall building, but didn’t know how well the visibility would be.  Councilor Treanor asked about the fencing at the fire department dance.  Deputy Clerk Olsen replied that the road was just barricaded and there was no fence.  There was a discussion about wrist banding near the point of alcohol sale.  It was the general consensus of the council to fence along the Solie property and across Highway 30 as was proposed in the packet.  The council reviewed the ordinance regarding open containers on public property.  The council is aware of the ordinance and has granted permission for the Town and Country Days street dance to be held on Second Ave NE in front of the Municipal Liquor Store.  If the police happen to see people carrying alcoholic beverages around town, they can request the beverage to be dumped out.                                                               
B. Resolution  19-6-15 Seal Coating
Deputy Clerk Olsen explained this is for yearly maintenance on roads.  The budgeted amount is $25,000.  The city has hired Pearson Brothers before and had no complaints. The council asked what area was scheduled for seal coating this year.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 20-06-15 approving the quote of Pearson Brothers in the amount of $1.74 per square yard to seal coat the 2015 scheduled area.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Christian, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

C. Resolution 20-06-15 Crack Sealing
Deputy Clerk Olsen explained that the city typically crack seals the streets that are going to be seal coated.  The budget is $5,000 and the city has hired Laurence Sheffler in the past with no complaints.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 20-06-15 approving the quote of Laurence Sheffler at $1.66 per pound for crack sealing.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Christian, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion Carried.

D. Resolution 21-06-15 Patching       

Mayor Hollerich read the resolution.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 21-05-15 approving the quote from Nielsen Blacktopping to patch blacktop at a cost of $2,437.00.  Roll Call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Abstain:  Christian.  Motion carried.  

E. Library  Resolution 24-06-15 painting & Resolution 23-06-15 Library Chimney

Ron Schultz discovered that the mortar on the library chimney was in poor condition.  He recommended removing the chimney and roofing over it for an additional cost.  After contacting the Minnesota Historical Society, they recommended fixing the chimney as removing it may damage the building’s integrity and that may impact whether the building stays on the National Register of Historic Places.  It could also jeopardize obtaining state and federal historic preservation money.  Deputy Clerk Olsen obtained a quote of $2,000 to fix the chimney.  Johnson Building Restoration also submitted an optional quote of $4,500 to tuck point whole rest of the building.  Mayor Hollerich explained that Ron Schultz had noticed that the paint was in poor shape and recommended Langworthys paint under the gutters.  Mayor Hollerich had approved painting under where the gutters and on the crown molding on the fascia.  It will cost an additional $900 to finish painting the soffit.  Councilor Treanor felt that this was money well spent to keep the library building in good repair.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 24-06-15 approving the quote from Ron Schultz Construction to finish painting the library soffit.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Christian, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to approve the tuck-pointing quote of Johnson Building Restoration to tuck point the library at a cost of $6,500.00.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Christian, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

F.  Public Works Equipment questions

The council reviewed the rotation for the Kubota mower/cab/rotary broom and John Deere mower.  Councilor Hollerich noted that they get used a lot during the summer.  Councilor Treanor noted that even on a four year rotation the mowers should still be in decent shape.  It was the general consensus to keep both mowers on a four year rotation.  
Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:30 p.m.
