Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 8:06 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station. 
Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

Resolution 36-07-14 Part Time Bartender was added as New Business item I.
Support Our Troops project was added as New Business item J.

Full Circle Organic Compost request was added as New Business item K.

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the agenda with the additions.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Community Comment

No one was present for Community Comment.    

Unfinished Business:

1. Batting Cage 
Administrator Woodruff reported that Dan Sohre and Jeff Cole will meet with her next week to discuss a batting cage that both the softball and baseball can use.  
New Business

A. Resolution 32-07-14 Steel Roof for Library  
Administrator Woodruff showed the council samples of the steel shingles.  She wrote a grant last year and received $15,570.  The current roof is thirty years old.  The steel shingles are warrantied for fifty years.  Councilor Schultz asked if there is capital improvement money for this project.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to table the resolution until the next meeting for more council members.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Swanson praised Administrator Woodruff for securing the grant.  
B. Resolution 33-07-14 Election Judges
Administrator Woodruff added Kay Proehl as an alternate judge if needed.  She reported that minimum wage increases to $8.00 so the election judge wage will have to be increased.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 33-07-14 appointing election judges for primary election and the general election.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian and Treanor.  Motion carried.  

C. Resolution 34-07-14 Sidewalk Repair
Administrator Woodruff explained that it was too late in the year last fall to do the sidewalks.  Since the work has not yet started, she would like to add on this year’s planned sidewalk replacement.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 34-07-14 approving Sellers Construction to remove and replace the sidewalk listed above.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian and Treanor.  Motion carried.

D. Resolution 35-07-14 Part Time Help Public Works

Mayor Swanson summarized the resolution.  Administrator Woodruff said that the public works department is short on help this year.  She called all of the applicants that had applied last year and all of them have other jobs.  Ron Johnson has worked for a different city and would be interested in helping us out.  Councilor Schultz asked about the status of hiring a third public works full-time position.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 35-07-14 hiring Ron Johnson to work part time for the public works department.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christina and Treanor.  Motion Carried.

E. Recommendation to change Animal Ordinance

Councilor Schultz recommended tabling until more council members are present.  Schultz moved and Etherington seconded to table the ordinance change.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  
F. Recommendation to change Yard of Month selection
Administrator Woodruff recommended that anyone prior to 2007 would be eligible to receive the award again.  It was the consensus of the council to approve the recommendation.  
G. Request for funds

The Small Business Development Center asks for money each year and the request has been denied in the past.  Administrator Woodruff noted that the Southern Minnesota Initiative Foundation will also request money.  It was the consensus of the council to deny the request.  
H. Workshop with auditor – five year plan

Tom Olinger will meet with the council next Wednesday, July 9m 2014 at 6:00 to discuss the 5-year plan for capital improvements, street projects and budgetary items.  
I. Resolution 36-07-14 Hiring Part Time Bartender
A staff person resigned and an extra person is needed to help fill in when there are vacations.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 36-07-14 hiring Cindy Duncanson as a part time bartender.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Treanor and Christian.  Motion carried.  
J. Support Our Troops  

Deputy Clerk Olsen explained this is a supply and fund drive sponsored by the Minnesota Municipal Beverage Association and Anheuser-Busch to benefit local active military personnel.  All donations will be given to the group from the local churches that send care packages to local personnel and relatives of local residents.  In a few days she will receive a list of the items that are sent in the care packages.  Deputy Clerk Olsen will publish the list when she receives it as suggested donation items.  Monetary donations are also welcome to pay the postage to send the care packages.  The council felt this was a worthy cause and should be promoted.  

K.  Full Circle Organic Compost
Full Circle Organic Compost has run off water from their compost site that needs to be disposed of.  The water is being tested now.  They would like to put 400,000 gallons into our pond.  Wastewater Operator Bartholomew has no problem with this if the testing comes out alright.  This company took all of our recent wood chips and would like some leaves.  Councilor Schultz suggested since they helped us out by taking our wood chips, we should allow them to put the water in our ponds as long it passes the tests.  Full Circle Organics is in the process of getting a permit for their water.  It was the consensus of the council to allow this request.  

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 8:35 p.m.
