Mayor Hollerich called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Agenda

Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the agenda with the addition of discussion on 409 1st Ave SE.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Community Comment

Jeanette Brandt from the Maple River Youth Center asked how to get city help to obtain the Casey’s building. Their present building needs roof, plumbing and electrical and window repair. They are not affiliated with any sponsor and rely on donations and fundraising.  They currently pay $650 per month rent. Mayor Hollerich thanked both Brandt and Schwicktenberg for all they do at the Center and suggested starting at the EDA level to get grant money or small business loans. Brandt said they do not have a lot of time as they want to be up and running when the school year starts. Brandt was assured that a meeting could be set up within one to two weeks as they meet whenever necessary. Councilor Maslakow reiterated to Brandt and Schwicktenberg that we do appreciate what they do at the Center.
Unfinished Business
1.  Alley – special assessment with Dan Sarff 
Dan Sarff stated there will be a meeting next week on Tuesday, July 19, 2016 to inform residents and business owners of the alley assessment. It is based off the 2012 standard per foot assessment with inflation costs figured in. In 2012 the 34’ street pavement was $48.80 per linear foot. With a 6% increase since 2012 the 2016 assessment will be $51.96 for a 34’ wide street.  The alley is 20’making it 65% of the cost at $33.52 per foot. The assessment for lining the sewer has gone up 1% since 2014. The cost will be $681.30. Smith street home owners wouldn’t have an assessment on sanitary sewer. The grocery store, Ron Johnson and the hardware store would be the only ones assessed for sewer. With the hardware store being allocated for two services due to the lot size. The max assessment established in 2012 was $14000 but may not apply in this case. The range for the assessment for the new street, lining of the sewer and drainage improvement will be between $1500 - $6300. There are two properties on the north side of the alley that are presently on the assessment - 201 Smith St NE and 210 Smith St NE. Neither property has driveway access from the alley.  They are presently included because the process as it is much easier to remove if needed than it is to add them at a later date.  Property owners will have two choices for assessment payment. Either prepay up front with no interest or be automatically taxed starting in 2017 over the next 15 years with 5% interest.  The assessment price is a reduced residential rate even though they are using heavier pavement due to the truck traffic.
2. Update on Filter Plant

Engineer Sarff gave an update on the filter plant.  All but the last layer is done. All that is left is media disinfecting, bacteria testing and the piping on the front of the filter needs to be brush painted.  Sarff suggested the council take a look at the filter plant stating it looks very nice.
Woodruff stated they are hoping to add chemicals later this week.  It has been posted that we will be flushing the mains. Mayor Hollerich thanked Dan for the update.
New Business

A. Resolution 34-7-2016   Draw Request #2 Filter Plant
Mayor Hollerich stated the engineer said everything looks good and asked for a motion.
 Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 34-7-16 approving Draw Request Number Two Shank Constructors, Inc. in the amount of $9,890.00 Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.   Motion carried.  
B.  Resolution 35-7-2016 Calling hearing to adopt Ordinance 153.009
Mayor Hollerich explained the Legislature passed a law that people can place a mobile residential dwelling on their property to serve as temporary family healthcare dwelling. The city has the option to opt out or set an ordinance for this by September 1, 2016 with a public hearing needed to make a decision.  The hearing will be held during the August 2nd monthly meeting.

Councilor  Etherington moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 35-7-16 approving  resolution for calling for a public hearing on the proposed ordinance 153.009.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
C. Amy Kuhns Building Permit (Zoning Board will meet on July 11 to review)
Woodruff stated that zoning board met and the minutes of the meeting were at each councilors seating place.  The minutes stated the board tabled the permit and asked Kuhns to look at possibility of building a smaller garage to help with the variance.
D. Resolution 36-7-2016 Resolution approving Wood Chips for Park
Administrator Woodruff discussed the plan of removing the pea rock, putting up a fence and putting down wood chips.  
Councilor Maslakow moved and Mayor Hollerich seconded to adopt Resolution 36-7-2016 approving Wood Chips for park to be purchased from MN Wisconsin Playground in the amount of $2409.50.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

E. 409 1st Ave SE
Mayor Hollerich explained that the lot looks nicer and the only things left to do are to remove a couple of tree stumps and remove the car. He also stated there is an interested buyer.  It was recommended to put the property out for bids.  It will be posted and bids will be accepted until 4:00 pm on July 29th.  We will reserve the right to reject bids.  This will be discussed at the August 2nd, 2016 meeting. 

There was a consensus by all present to post in the paper and accept bids on the 409 1st Ave SE lot. 

Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:40 p.m.
