Mayor Hollerich called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Agenda

Resolution 34-07-05 Raise Part Time employees to Minimum wage.
Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the agenda with the addition.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

New Business

A. Resolution 31-07-15 Tile line in Alley
Administrator Woodruff noted that the city doesn’t do storm drains for everyone, but the city had put one in behind 201 Main St NE because storm water flowed into the building.  Now the water flows into the back door of 203 Main St. NE.  The proposal is for Sellers Construction to install a catch basin and tile line.  In the future the area should be re-graded to it drains properly.  Mayor Hollerich felt this was a good project as it helps Main Street businesses.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 31-07-15 approving estimate to install a tile intake in the alley behind Hair Design and Maggie J’s at a cost of $1,239.70.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Christian, Maslakow, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried. 
B. Resolution 32-07-15 Televise & Clean Sewer Lines
Cleaning and televising sewer lines was talked about at the public works quarterly meeting.  Sewer Operator Bartholomew obtained a bid to clean and televise 4600 feet of sewer lines.  This includes the 200 block of Third Ave SE where a resident recently had a problem with tree roots.  Since the resident at 208 Third Ave SE replaced his sewer line last year, the city is paying for his recent bill to clean tree roots from the portion under the street.  Administrator Woodruff noted that Empire Pipe Service has done it in the past.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 32-07-15 approving quote of Empire Pipe Service to clean and inspect 4,600 feet of sanitary sewer at a cost of $1.15 per LF.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Christian, Maslakow, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
C. Resolution 33-07-15 Liquor Store Patio Fence
Deputy Clerk Olsen showed a fence sample and explained the proposed fencing.  The fence will be 42 inches high with a flat top rail so customers could set their drinks on it.  There will also be a six foot high privacy fence on the north end of the new patio.  She had also looked at fence at Menards, but was concerned out its cheaper quality.  Mayor Hollerich felt the fencing would look nice.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 33-07-15 approving the fence for the new patio behind the liquor store at a cost of $2,340.52.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Christian, Maslakow, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.    
D. Resolution 34-07-15 Part Time Wage
The state raised the minimum wage to $9.00 beginning August 1, 2015.  Two library part time employees are over the age of 18 and their hourly rate will need to be raised to $9.00.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 34-07-15 raising the library assistant and library janitor wages to $9.00 per hour.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Christian, Maslakow, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried
Administrator Woodruff explained that the state is sending the city $25,000 to be used for streets in some way.  This is a onetime payment.  

It was the consensus of the council to hold a budget workshop on August 11th at 7:00 p.m.        
Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:18 p.m.
