COUNCIL MINUTES

Tuesday August 2, 2011

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Consent Agenda

Mayor Swanson suggested sending a thank you to Bolton and Menk for the donated hours reflected on their bills.  

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

Councilor Donovan requested a Miscellaneous at the end of the agenda.

Councilor Donovan and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt the agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Department Reports

Public Works

Wastewater Operator Bartholomew reported that WW Blacktopping stated preparing for the patches.  The crack sealers will be here later this week and the seal coat next week.  Both public works employees spent time at the nursing home while their contractor was directional boring their utility lines.  He is getting things ready for the Fire Department dance next week.  

Fire

Fire Chief Langworthy reported that there have not been many calls lately.  Their dance is next week.  The rescue truck is in need of some repairs.   

Liquor

Liquor Store Assistant Strehlo is also getting ready for the Firefighters Dance.  There has been some repair issues with the dishwasher.  She is looking at some promotional ideas.  

Police    

Police Chief Honsey reported he is continuing to work on ordinance violations.  He sent the annual reports into the state to request training reimbursement.  The city usually receives approximately $2,000 back in training costs each year.  

Mayor Swanson thanked all of the departments for their reports.

Community Input

No one present for the Community Input.

Presentations:

Fire Relief Association – Schedules 

Fire Relief Association President Klenk appreciated the communication between the city and their board.  He reported that through donations, they have purchased approximately $2,000 of miscellaneous equipment.  Fire Relief Association Treasurer McCutchen reviewed the schedules with the council.  There is no required city contribution this year.  They have done well with their investments.  Mayor Swanson appreciated them making the relief association a success.  He thanked them for attending.  Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 46-8-11 approving schedules for the Fire Relief Association.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

New Business

A. Resolution 44-8-11 Park shelter and shed roof
Administrator Woodruff reported that most of the difference in the two bids is labor cost.  Councilor Christian asked about the sag in the warming house roof.  The one quote specified to repair it and the other one did not.  Administrator Woodruff noted that Water Operator Johnson obtained the bids and she did not know if George Langworthy was planning on fixing the sag or not.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Christian seconded to table Resolution 44-8-11 to clarify the roof sag issue.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

B. Resolution 45-8-11 Fire Station Roof

Administrator Woodruff explained the differences in the two quotes.  Schtickert’s was for a rubber roof and Ron Schultz intended to spray foam on top of the existing roof.  Mr. Schultz recommended the R-21 since the added insulation will help with the freeze/thaw issues in the winter.  Administrator Woodruff also reported that the foam would have to be repainted every ten to twelve years and it would be a non-pooling surface.  Both are quotes are to seal up the problem in the hallway with the ice dams.  Wastewater Operator Bartholomew recommended the R-21 foam since he felt it would seal up the roof better and the added insulation would be better.  There was a discussion about the warranty of both contractors.  Councilor Schultz moved to adopt resolution 45-8-11 accepting the bid of Ron Schultz for the R-21 foam.  After more warranty discussion, Councilor Schultz rescinded his motion.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to table Resolution 45-8-11 for further clarification on the warranty.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

C. Budget Information

Administrator Woodruff reviewed the prepared budget information with the council.  She noted the changes to the 2012 budget.  Councilor Schultz asked if the payloader payments would reduce the public works yearly capitol outlay amount.  Administrator Woodruff explained that approximately $23,000 per year goes into the public works capitol outlay equipment account and decreasing it by the $15,000 payloader lease payment would not leave much money to purchase the next piece of equipment.  Administrator Woodruff also noted that there is some money put away for small street projects.  Councilor Donovan asked if there was enough money to do a street project next year.  Administrator Woodruff replied that possibly there was enough to do one or two blocks.  She will have more discussions about this with Engineer Sarff and recommend a project to the council.  There was a discussion about the amount of curb repairs on the 1993 project.  Mayor Swanson asked if there would be a budget workshop.  Administrator Woodruff stated that she would have more information at the next council meeting and then the council could decide if they needed a workshop.  

D.   Yard of the Month

Cliff and Marcie Anderson were chosen as the Yard of the Month winners.

Miscellaneous 
· Councilor Donovan asked if any progress has been made on the foundation drain and sump pump inspections.  Administrator Woodruff replied that staff has figured out how to record and save the televising information.  She will meet with Wastewater Operator Bartholomew to pick out which houses will be inspected first.  

· Councilor Donovan asked for a payloader update.  Wastewater Operator Bartholomew replied that it would be about two months before the plow would be here to get attached.  Staff decided to not take possession of the payloader until the plow and wing are attached.  This would save transport costs back to Bloomington to have the plow and wing attached.  

· Wastewater Operator Bartholomew asked WW Blacktopping if they plan on doing St. Andrew’s and Maple yet this year.  It is still on their list to do, but the manholes and valves have not been fixed yet.  

· Councilor Donovan asked if the pond expansion for the Ditch 57 project is completed.  Wastewater Operator Bartholomew stated that it still needs to be seeded.  There was a short discussion about the Ditch 57 project.

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 8:02 p.m.
