Adopt Agenda

Mayor Hollerich stated there were two items on the agenda.  One was to review and possible pass an amendment to section 1409.09 of the zoning ordinance regarding solar energy systems.  Also to

 review the conditional use permit the zoning board had just approved from Novel Energy Systems.

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the agenda.   All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried
Mayor Hollerich said that the amended ordinance to 1409.09 is to replace the old ordinance that was only a sentence or two long.  This ordinance is written similar to the conditional use permit Novel Energy Systems has had to follow.  Administrator Woodruff said that some of it is very similar to the Blue Earth County Solar Energy Ordinance.   Councilor Treanor made a motion to approve the ordinance amending section 1409.09 of the zoning ordinance.   Councilor Maslakow seconded.  All voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

Mayor Hollerich said that he understands that not all residents are on board with this issue.  He believes Novel Energy Systems have met all the requirement of the conditional use permit.  He said he believes that Novel Energy Systems is willing to work with those individuals that are neighboring properties to the solar garden. To work on privacy issues and esthetics issue with the residents abutting the garden.  Mayor Hollerich said he feels this solar garden will be a good thing for the City of Mapleton.  It is not a lot of money for each individual but it is money that will stays in our area versus leaving the city.  Councilor Maslakow made a motion to approve the Conditional Use permit for Novel Energy System.  Councilor Etherington seconded.  All voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof, Motion Carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 8.37 p.m.
