COUNCIL MINUTES

September 21, 2010

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.   

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Donovan requested the zoning permits be moved to new business item E.  

Councilor Etherington requested the letter from Mapleton Marine be moved to new business item F.

Councilor Donovan requested a change to the previous meeting’s minutes.   

Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

Quarterly meetings were added as New Business item G.  

Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the agenda with the additions.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
New Business

A. Harland Hansen request for payment
Administrator Woodruff explained the situation with Harlan Hansen’s sewer backup.  Mr. Hansen is requesting that the city pay the bills for work that took place in the street right-of way.  Councilor Donovan questioned why this wasn’t caught during a street project.  He felt that this tile line should have been televised during the construction.  Mayor Swanson noted that these old farm tiles weren’t mapped when they were installed and there is no record of the tile line.  Mayor Swanson suggested that the city has a disclaimer or wavier for when the city calls a jetting company for individual service lines.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Etherington seconded for the city to pay $1402.75 per the breakdown in the prepared materials.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Schultz.  Motion carried.  

B. Shingle Park Shelter 
Administrator Woodruff stated that the park shelter shingles are bad and that money was placed in the budget to put on a steel roof this year.  She asked the council if staff should obtain quotes to do the roof.  It was the consensus of the council to gets costs to do the work in the spring.  

C. Resolution 32-9-10 Certify Delinquent Accounts for Tax Levy
Administrator Woodruff stated that the list wouldn’t be certified to the county for a few weeks.  Councilor Donovan recommended that utility bills and other city bills need to be paid before a building permit is approved.  Councilor Donovan clarified that this would apply to decks, fences, sheds, etc. and not for limited building permits for maintenance purposes.  Administrator Woodruff stated that the ordinance would have to be changed first.  Staff explained the notification and normal water shut-off procedure.  Councilor Donovan asked the procedure to change the ordinance.  Councilor Etherington was not in favor of changing the ordinance.  Councilor Christian stated that everyone has a different situation.  Administrator Woodruff will investigate if any other cities have a similar ordinance.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 32-9-10 certifying delinquent utility accounts and other delinquent accounts for tax levy collectible in 2011.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Schultz.  Motion carried.  

D. Blue Earth county Revolving Loan Guidelines
Mayor Swanson noted that Blue Earth County is changing the guidelines for business loans.  Councilor Donovan asked if the city is like the second mortgage.  Administrator Woodruff stated that the city is second on Mapleton Elevator because the council subordinated that loan.  

E. Zoning Minutes   
Based on current ordinance, Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to approve the zoning permits.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

F.   Letter from Mapleton Marine
Administrator Woodruff received the letter from Mapleton Marine.  She passed the information on to MNDOT.  She felt that this issue is between MNDOT and Mapleton Marine.  During the construction project MNDOT said that the city was to stay out of the issues at Mapleton Marine.  Administrator Woodruff stated that a lot of this has to do with his driveway and the right of way boundary.  

G. Quarterly Meetings
