COUNCIL MINUTES

Tuesday November 16, 2010

Acting Mayor Donovan called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

Resolution 41-11-10 was added as New Business item B.

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the agenda with the addition.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Old Business

A. Certified letter sent to Duncanson and Drummer & call public hearing

Administrator Woodruff discovered that Bolton and Menk had the televising tapes from St. Andrew’s Court.  Acting Mayor Donovan apologized to Pat Duncanson for the miscommunication.  Mr. Duncanson stated that they would like the city to fix the road, put the final lift on and assess them.  Councilor Etherington asked about the arrangements with the landowners.  Mr. Duncanson stated that he did not know which lots were sold at a higher price, including the cost for the final lift.  He did offer to research this so that the council knew.  Administrator Woodruff stated that the proposed public hearing would just be for the purpose of obtaining input if the city should take over the street.  Larry Caron felt that Duncanson and Drummer should pay for the street because it was their choice to do the construction there.  He claimed that he was forced to do his development in the SW part of the city.  Mr. Caron also stated that he donated the land for the streets and the holding pond.  Councilor Christian felt that the whole thing is wrong since the street should have been finished in the first place.  Mr. Duncanson replied that they wanted to finish the street after the houses were built so the street wasn’t damaged.  They were not asking for a handout, just asking the city to finish the road and assess them.  Administrator Woodruff noted that the ground penetrating radar showed the base was within the range that it should be.  She also noted that the city would assess all of the lots and Mr. Duncanson would have to work it out with individual owners who had prior agreements.  Mr. Duncanson requested an estimate of what the project would cost.  He is not asking for a deferral at this time.  He has been asking that the city take over the street since 2005 when the lots were replotted and the association was disolved.    Acting Mayor Donovan noted that everyone has a strong opinion on this issue.  However, since the lots will be assessed 100%, it will not cost the city.  He also stated the project needs to be finished.  It was the consensus of the council to hold a public hearing to get the opinion of the property owners.  Councilor Schultz requested Mike Drummer attend the public hearing.  Administrator Woodruff stated that she would put together a presentation of the history of the project and will come up with some preliminary numbers.  

New Business

A. Resolution 40-11-10 Draw Request #9
This draw request is everything except the retainage.  Councilor Schultz asked when the project would be finalized.  Administrator Woodruff stated that there are still some punch list items left to complete.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 40-11-10 authorizing payment of draw request number 9 to Mathiowetz Construction in the amount of $7804.06.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Christian.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Swanson.   Motion carried.  

B. Resolution 41-11-10 DWI Enforcement Grant
Administrator Woodruff noted that this used to be called Night Cap.  It is a grant to pay for extra patrol hours for peak DWI enforcement times.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 41-11-10 authorizing DWI enforcement grant program.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Christian.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Swanson.  Motion carried.  

Miscellaneous
·  Administrator Woodruff noted that the K-9 dog is certified.  He will attend a council meeting in January.  

Acting Mayor Donovan adjourned the meeting at 7:44 p.m.
