Adopt Agenda

Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt the agenda with said change; adding Ditch 57 to New Business.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried. 
Presentations

Old Business

A. Snow Emergency Policy
Administrator Woodruff spoke with the Public Works employees and it was determined that it is not necessary to have a Snow Emergency  Policy.  It seems to be only one block that is an issue.  Kelly Spillman from the Messenger stated that the paper does print not to shovel snow into the street.  Administrator Woodruff continued to say that the local police will also help remind citizens not to park on streets when they need to be plowed.
New Business

A. Resolution 01-01-09 Approving Official Designations, Appointments and Fees for 2009
Mayor Swanson explained that: “at the first regular council meeting in January of each year, the council shall designate the depository, official newspapers, acting mayor, and such officers, employees, board members, commissions and committees as may be necessary”.  At this point, Mayor Swanson asked Councilor Donovan if he would step in and be acting mayor is anything was to happen to him.  Councilor Donovan accepted.  Councilor Donovan then asked the rest of the Council if they were happy with the committees they were assigned to or did anyone want to switch committees.  Everyone was fine and no changes were made.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 1-1-09 approving Official Designations, Appointments, and Fees for 2009.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.     Motion carried.  
B. Subordination Agreement
Administrator Woodruff explained that the City of Mapleton possesses lien against Christine Schiprett’s property, Lot 13, Block 6, Mapleton Station.  Ms. Schiprett has applied for a mortgage loan and in order for her to receive the loan, the City of Mapleton needs to subordinate its lien to the lien created by the mortgage company.  Administrator Woodruff went on to explain that this means if Ms. Schriprett defaults on her loan, the mortgage company would get paid first and Mapleton would get paid last.  Councilor Schultz included that the lien Mapleton has on her property is from a grant through MVAC.  The City does not receive any monthly payments and as long as Ms. Schiprett stays in the house for the required amount of time, the loan if forgiven.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to Subordination Agreement.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
C. Ditch 57 meeting
Administrator Woodruff explained there will be a Ditch 57 meeting on Wednesday, January 14, 2009 at 7:30 p.m. at the Fire Station.  This will be regarding the different options for repairing the ditch.  Pat Duncanson has requested that a council person be at the meeting and be willing to attend all meetings regarding Ditch 57 to represent the City.  He also stated this meeting will be smaller than the remaining meetings if the rest of the council wanted to come it would be a good time to ask questions and get “up to speed” with the project.

Miscellanous

Mayor Swanson asked if any elected officials, staff, spouses or friends would like to sign up to be flag bearers at the girl’s basketball game on January 26, 2009 at 7 p.m.  Admission is free for flag bearers.
