Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:17 P.M. at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Town and Country Leisure Center Discussion was added as New Business item G.

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the agenda with the additions.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Public Hearing vacation of 7th Avenue Lying north of Hwy 22

Mayor Swanson closed the council meeting and opened the public hearing at 7:23 p.m.  Administrator Woodruff explained that the street and alley need to be vacated for the installation of the storm water retention pond for the Highway 30 project.  Engineer Coudron explained where they are located.  Steve Current had questioned Administrator Woodruff about the vacations.  Mayor Swanson closed the public hearing at 7:24 p.m.

Public Hearing vacation of Alley lying north of Hwy 22

Mayor Swanson opened the public hearing at 7:24 p.m.  There were no additional comments for the alley.  Mayor Swanson closed the public hearing and reopened the council meeting at 7:25 p.m.

New Business

A. Resolution 69-10-08 Vacating of 7th Avenue Lying North of Trunk Hwy 22

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 69-10-08 vacating 7th Avenue lying north of Trunk Highway 22.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.

B. Resolution 70-10-08 Vacating of Alley Lying North of Trunk Hwy 22   

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 70-10-08 vacating alley lying north of trunk Highway 22.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.

C. Resolution 71-10-08 Restructure of Public Works Department 

Councilor Donovan made a correction to job description.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 71-10-08 restructuring of the public works department.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.

D. Resolution 72-10-08 Identity Theft prevention Program

Administrator Woodruff stated that this is a federal mandate and that a program has to be in place by November 1st.  This policy is the same as other cities have adopted.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 72-10-08 authorizing identity theft prevention program.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.

E. Resolution 73-10-08 Police Office Remodeling

Mayor Swanson noted that two bids were received.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 73-10-08 accepting the bid from Jason Klein in the amount of $9455.00 to remodel the old council chambers.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

F.   Yvonne Bergemann subordination request

Mayor Swanson read the prepared information.  Councilor Schultz explained that the city loan would still be ahead of the grant dollars.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to approve the subordination request.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

G. Town and Country Leisure Center discussion

Administrator Woodruff explained that the Leisure Center had asked for assistance.  Administrator Woodruff stated that there was a discussion about the city taking ownership of the Town and Country Leisure Center building at their last board meeting.  Councilor Schultz stated that there would be revenue sharing so the money could be used for expenses.  Councilor Donovan asked what their money would be used for. Councilor Schultz stated that the Town and Country Leisure Center board could do more programming.  Councilor Schultz noted that the city was already budgeting to give them $5,000.  Administrator Woodruff stated that residents could use the facility more.  They have already agreed to let city staff make the reservations.  Administrator Woodruff talked with Lutheran Social Services about the senior meals.  Nothing would change with their contract.    

Miscellaneous

· Nico Reeves asked if the could put together a proposal for landscaping around the fire station.  Mayor Swanson asked if there would be any cost to the city.  The city would have to pay for the material.  It was the consensus of the council to let him put together a proposal.  

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 7:50 p.m.
