Adopt Agenda

Dennis McCoy letter was added as unfinished business item A.
Troendle St SW was added as unfinished business item B.
Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the agenda with the additions.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Unifinished Businesss

A. Dennis McCoy letter

The council reviewed the letter from County Administrator Dennis McCoy regarding the total amount of $308,000 in Small City Loans.  

B. Troendle St SW

MNDOT may put a one and one half inch overlay on Troendle St SW from Cedar Court to the west 240 feet.  Engineer Coudron asked if the city would put a one and one half inch overlay from Third Ave SW to Cedar Court.  This would cost the city approximately $2,600.  It was the consensus of the council to wait to see if MNDOT will do the overlay.  
New Business

A. Resolution 17-5-10 Dust Control
Councilor Donovan asked for clarification of the soy oil cost.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 17-5-10 approving the quote of Andy Walser for chloride dust control.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
B. Squad car-lease or purchase options
Police Chief Honsey asked if the council had any questions about his prepared information.  He checked with other cites that lease police vehicles.  They have had no problems getting maintenance work done.  Administrator Woodruff noted that leasing the car would help keep the maintenance costs within budget.  The maintenance on the police cars tends to go over budget.  Chief Honsey stated that the lease covers the mechanical works of the car except for the tires.  The lease would include maintenance issues such as transmission, alternator, shocks, etc.  The city would still have to put in the equipment such as lights, radios, radar, etc.  Chief Honsey estimates that it will cost approximately $2,500 in to switch the equipment and apply new graphics.    Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 18-5-10 approving leasing a police car.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.
Miscellaneous

· Councilor Donovan asked how the training is going on the K-9 dog.

· Administrator Woodruff noted that the Fire Department received a grant for the radios.  They are still looking for money for the pagers and police radios.
