Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Schultz asked about the ditch hearing.  Mayor Swanson reported that the hearing went well and the project passed the county board.  Mayor Swanson reported that they had a meeting with Juile Conrad to make the pond atheistically pleasing.

Adopt Agenda

Refinancing 2006 project was added as New Business item C.

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the agenda with the addition.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Old Business

A. Amending ordinance 92.02

The council had discussed this ordinance at the previous meeting.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Christian seconded to amend ordinance 92.02.  Motion carried with four ayes and one nay.    

New Business

A. Resolution 29-8-10 Hiring part time officers   

Police Chief Honsey stated that these are additional people whom they can call on to fill shifts.  Chief Honsey explained to the council that they have problems getting the current part-time officers to work because they have other jobs.  Hiring these officers will not increase the budget and will not increase the police coverage hours.  Councilor Etherington was against hiring more part-time officers because he feels it will look bad to the public.  It was the consensus of the council that the people in town need to be educated that hiring more part-time personal will not increase police coverage.  Councilor Etherington expressed concern that the part-time officers write more tickets.  Police Chief Honsey did not have call numbers with him because this has not been an issue during the past ten years.  Councilor Donovan felt that the residents in Mapleton need to decide if they want to spend the money to have a full time police force or not.  Councilor Donovan felt that the people who have a problem with how the council spends the city’s money, then they should attend a city council meeting.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 29-8-10 hiring Kyley Groby, James Konz and Joseph Roecker as part-time police officers.   Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  Etherington.  Motion carried.  

B. Resolution 30-8-10
Deputy Clerk Olsen stated the city has a rotation schedule to clean and televise sewer lines each year.  

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 30-8-10 hiring Empire Pipe Service to clean and inspect sewer lines at a cost of $1.00 per LF.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.    

C. Refinancing bond 

Monte Eastvold called and suggested the city refinance the 2006 project.  By refinancing, the city would save $57,000 over the life of the bond.  It was the consensus of the council to proceed with the refinancing.
