Adopt Agenda

Councilor Johnson moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt the agenda with the addition of Resolution 88-12-05.  All voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Presentation

First Assistant Patrol Officer Ben Honsey explained to the council that the DARE program graduation was that afternoon.  He had 47 students for the 10-week course.  They took one field trip to the law enforcement center. Officer Honsey prepared for each student a DVD with pictures taken during the class. 

Officer Honsey told the council that he had again received a Safe and Sober Grant this year.  This year’s grant was $1,000.  He said the department would like to purchase drunk goggles, 8 flairs and an additional tint meter.  Mayor Swanson noted that Officer Honsey had brought to the city over $6,000 in cash and equipment from his work with the safe and sober program.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 84-12-05 authorizing acceptance of a traffic safety award.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay: none.  Motion carried.

Officer Honsey presented a list of equipment needs for the new squad car.  These items are normally transferred from the old car to the new car.  The city is now going to be operating with two squad cars. Mayor Swanson asked Officer Honsey if this included installation of the equipment.  Officer Honsey said it did not.  Officer Honsey said the police department will look at what they can do and what Mankato Mobile Radio will need to do.  Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Johnson seconded to adopt Resolution 88-12-05 approving equipment for the second squad car.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay: none.  Motion carried.

Old Business

School property question

Administrator Woodruff explained to the council that the property east of the school playground is state right-of-way.  This had been a discussion at the school board meeting as to who owned this property.  Mayor Swanson said he would pass this information on the Mr. Gillman.

New Business

A.
Resolution 81-12-05 Transfer of money
Council Johnson moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 81-12-05 authorizing transfer of money from the general fund to the capital outlay fund.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay: none.  Motion carried.

B.
Resolution 82-12-05 Adopting final 2006 Levy
Administrator Woodruff stated that the 2006 budget is set as a 4% increase.  Councilor Johnson moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 82-12-05 adopting final 2006 tax levy.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay: none.  Motion carried.

C.
Resolution 83-12-05 Resolution Authoring Fire Department Officers for 2006.

Administrator Woodruff said Chief Samuelson is recommending the council approve the 2006 fire department officers.  Chief Samuelson is also requesting that the two captains receive the same wage as the 2nd Assistant.  This is an annual $100.00 increase for the captain’s wage.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 83-12-05 Authorizing Fire Department Officers for 2006 as Chief Mike Samuelson, 1st Assistant Chris Langworthy, 2nd Assistant Ben Froehlich, Captain/Training Officer Tim Royce, Captain/Medical Officer Joel Moore and Secretary Jon Klenk, and authorizing the increase in wages for the two-captain positions. Roll call vote:  Aye: Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay: none.  Motion carried.
D.
Resolution 85-12-05 increasing water and sewer pumping fees.
The council discussed increasing water and sewer pumping fees for 2006.  Councilor Warner stated that with the two potential street and utility projects, the utility funds will need money to help pay for these projects.  Councilor Johnson discussed the idea of increasing them at a cost of living percentage.  Councilor Donovan said he would like to see the rates remain the same at this time.  Mayor Swanson said he agreed with Councilor Donovan.  He did not want to see an increase at this time.  Mayor Swanson presented the resolution and there was no motion to adopt the resolution.  The resolution died for lack of a motion.  (There will be no increase at this time.)

E.
Resolution 86-12-05 Evaluations and Step Increase
Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Johnson seconded to adopt Resolution 86-12-05 accepting evaluations and step increase for full time employees.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay: none.  Motion carried.

Administrator Woodruff asked if the part time employees would receive any type of increase.  She stated that last year a 1% cost of living increase was added to all wages.  It was the consensus of the council there would be no increase for part time employees at this time.

F.
Resolution 87-12-05 Approving New Security System
Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 87-12-05 approving a new security system in the liquor store with the cost not to exceed $6,200.00.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay: none.  Motion carried.

G.
Miscellaneous

Administrator Woodruff said Dana Krengel had contacted her regarding Midwest Wireless putting a cell phone antenna at the curling club.  The council stated they did not feel this would be a pleasing location for the tower.  They also stated that the city not the curling club would receive any revenue for renting the land for the tower.  Administrator Woodruff was instructed to contact the curling club to inform them the council does not want the tower at that location.  

Mayor Swanson said he would like to be on the comparable worth committee.  He will be replacing Kathy Cox who is no longer on the city council.

Mayor Swanson said that there would be two additional boards established for the upcoming year.  A facility committee and an employee negotiation committee

He asked Councilor Donovan if he would be interested to be on a facility committee.  Councilor Donovan said he would and Councilor Warner said he would also be interested to be on this committee.  Mayor Swanson asked Councilor Treanor if he would be on the negotiation committee as he had been several years ago.  He agreed and Councilor Johnson stated she would like to be on this committee.  She said she would like a list of all employee benefits prior to a meeting being set up.  

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 8:30 p.m.
