COUNCIL MINUTES

Tuesday January 4, 2005

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:01 P.M. in the Mapleton City Council Chambers.

Members present:  Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  

Staff members present:  City Administrator Woodruff, Deputy Clerk Olsen 

Others present:  Chris Arce and John Clark

Oath of Office

Mayor Swanson, Councilor Treanor and Councilor Donovan took the oath of office.

Consent Agenda

Deputy Clerk Olsen made a correction to the minutes.

Councilor Johnson commented that there was no Street/Sewer report.

Chris Arce questioned an item in the minutes.

Chris Arce asked for a follow up of his issues from the previous council meeting.  Mayor Swanson asked him to get on the next agenda.

Councilor Johnson moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

Councilor Johnson asked about a platting update.  St. Andrew’s Court update was added as New Business item D.

Councilor Johnson moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt the agenda with the additions.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

New Business

A) Resolution 01-01-05 Official Designations

Mayor Swanson asked if there ware any changes.  Administrator Woodruff noted there were several changes last year, but nothing new this year.  Councilor Donovan asked why the commissioner positions were discussed at a previous meeting and not this one.  Councilor Johnson questioned the legal services item and if it should include property stake locating.  It was the consensus that property stake locating is a city service rather than a legal dispute.  Councilor Johnson questioned the fee for off-sale beer license.  Administrator Woodruff replied that the ordinance needs to be changed.  Councilor Donovan asked if all of the listed members of the fire department are abiding by the fire department by-laws.  There was a discussion about one member who neither resides nor works in the fire district.  Administrator Woodruff relayed to the council that Chief Samuelson would like to discuss this with the council and if necessary, make a change to the by-laws so this individual can remain on the department.  Administrator Woodruff consulted with a League of Minnesota Cities attorney about this issue.  She was advised that fire departments shouldn’t have by-laws but rather a personal policy that is approved by the city council.  The council requested that Chief Samuelson be present at the next council meeting.  The council also requested a copy of the most recent by-laws.  Erik Olsen was added to the Park Board list.  Councilor Warner asked if the city needed more part-time police officers.  Mayor Swanson asked about the fire department medical director, permit to carry and adult entertainment.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Johnson seconded to adopt Resolution 1-1-05 approving official designations, appointments and fees for 2005.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

B) Resolution 02-01-05 Flex Spending Plan

Administrator Woodruff reported that AFLAC could set up a flex spending plan for the full-time employees.  These employees may set aside money each paycheck for medical expenses.  Administrator Woodruff explained the details to the council.  Councilor Warner asked if the employees would be better off with a medical savings account.  Councilor Johnson moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 2-1-05 approving a flexible spending plan.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

C) Resolution 03-01-05 Speed limit on Hwy 22

Mayor Swanson noted that this is a request for the speed limits on Highway 22 and that Mn/DOT may deny the request.  Administrator Woodruff noted that the city has requested this in the past and have been denied.  Councilor Treanor talked with a Mn/DOT official regarding this.  He explained that Mn/DOT would do a study to determine that the speed limit needs to be changed.  Chris Arce asked questions about the 30 mph school zone.  Chris Arce asked how many accidents have occurred at the intersections with Highway 22.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 3-1-05 requesting speed limit changes on Highway 22.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

D) St. Andrew’s Court Update

Administrator Woodruff explained that the city engineers, Pat Duncanson and Warren Smith are coming to the next council meeting.  City Engineer Coudron asked if the city attorney should be consulted about the pond issue.  Councilor Treanor thought that Engineer Coudron should look at the catch basin behind Gillman’s.  Councilor Johnson noted that all of the questions relating to this issue haven’t been resolved yet.  

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 7:56 p.m.
