COUNCIL MINUTES

Tuesday August 16, 2005

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:02 P.M. in the Mapleton City Council Chambers.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Warner made a comment about the zoning minutes.

Councilor Johnson moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

There was a discussion about the aerator.    

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Johnson seconded to adopt the agenda with the additions.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Presentations – visitor presentation

Dan Sarff-Bolton & Menk – SW Project cost estimates

Engineer Sarff reviewed with the council the revised cost estimates.  He talked about street widths with the council.  After some discussion it was the consensus of the council to have 36-foot wide streets.  Engineer Sarff explained the sanitary sewer televising reports from 1995 and 1997 for the southwest area of town.  It was his opinion that the lines should be replaced due to the evidence of infiltration and since the road will be ripped up anyway.  Engineer Sarff also assumed that the service lines were clay and should be replaced.  It was the consensus of the council to replace the entire sanitary sewer.  Councilor Johnson had a question about the sump pump lines.  Councilor Johnson asked about the storm sewer on first and second ave.  There was a discussion as to where the water from Borchert Road drains.  Engineer Sarff will have the feasibility report at the first meeting in September.  The next step is to hold a public information meeting.  Engineer Sarff suggested having an open house type of format.  The council thanked him for attending.

The council discussed adding Third Ave SW south of Garfield and Garfield west of Third Ave SW into the project.  Councilor Warner suggested that each property be charged the same amount for assessments rather than base them on footages.  Administrator Woodruff stated that if this is what the council wanted to do, then the assessment policy needed to be changed right away.  Mayor Swanson felt that the assessment policy should be consistent with past projects.  Councilor Johnson moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 65-08-05 ordering report on improvement of continuing 3rd Avenue S.W. from Garfield Street to Borchert Road and to extend Garfield Street from the corner of 3rd Avenue S.W. to the west 333.05 feet.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.   

Old Business

A) Sidewalk Discussion 

It was the consensus of the council to pay 100% of the area to be repaired.  The property owner will be given the opportunity to replace more of their sidewalk at 100% owner’s expense.  It was the consensus of the council to hire a contractor to do all of the sidewalk replacement.  It was the consensus of the council to have a complete inventory done of all of the sidewalks in the city.  Councilor Warner pointed out that in addition to the condition of the sidewalk, the grade also needs to be looked at.  

New Business

A) Resolution 59-08-05 Hire part time police officer 
Mayor Swanson read the resolution.  Administrator Woodruff stated that the city is a bit low on part-time police again.  Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 59-08-05 hiring Brian Miller as a part-time police officer.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

B) Resolution 60-08-05 enroll officer in PERA  

Councilor Warner asked questions about PERA.  Councilor Johnson moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 60-08-05 enrolling part time police officer into P.E.R.A.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

C) Resolution 61-08-05 adding storm sewer utility

There was a discussion about people that pay the ditch 57 taxes.  Councilor Johnson asked if $.50 extra for businesses was enough.  Administrator Woodruff said that several other cities charge businesses more because the water runs off faster since there typically isn’t a lawn.  Councilor Johnson asked about apartment buildings and the mobile home park.  Administrator Woodruff recommended charging each parcel of land, not each unit.  Councilor Donovan asked how the storm sewer assessment worked.  Administrator Woodruff stated that each parcel was assessed.  Administrator Woodruff recommended starting this fee on the fourth quarter bill.  This way people would be notified about the change in the next newsletter.  Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 61-08-05 adding a storm water utility fee of $2.00 per month to the quarterly billing.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

Councilor Johnson moved and Councilor Warner seconded to add Resolution 62-08-05 to New Business.  Administrator Woodruff informed the council that this was for the grant project.  The city had to contribute a portion for the grant.  Councilor Johnson moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt resolution 62-08-05 approving 15-year deferred/installment loans from EDA fund.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.   

D) Resolution 63-08-05 purchasing coolers for liquor store

Administrator Woodruff talked about the current condition of the 40-year old coolers.  She explained the plans to take out the booths and move the gambling booth.  Councilor Johnson asked questions about the stools.  Administrator Woodruff noted that the Liquor Store would need to be closed for a few days to demolish the old and install the new.  Councilor Donovan asked how soon the Liquor Store would have to comply with handicapped accessibility.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Johnson seconded to adopt Resolution 63-08-05 approving purchase of new coolers and tables at Liquor Store.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

E) Resolution 64-08-05 Conflict of interest determination

Administrator Woodruff stated that this is just a formality for the grant.  Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 64-08-05 accepting letters requesting applying for assistance under the commercial and/or housing rehabilitation elements of the small cities grant.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Johnson, Warner, Donovan and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

F) T&C beer garden requirements

Mayor Swanson recommended tabling until after Administrator Woodruff meets with Coleen Lindemann.  The council discussed that these requirements would take care of past issues.  Mayor Swanson stated that Town and Country Days would like to allow people under 21 years of age to stay in the beer garden later than 9:00 p.m.  The council was not in favor of allowing this.  The council discussed the million-dollar liquor liability insurance.  The council discussed the requirements for obtaining a liquor license.  Councilor Johnson does not want the Fire Relief Association to obtain the liquor license again.  After some discussion about this, it was the consensus of the council to have Mike Johnson attend a council meeting to explain the insurance issues.  

G) Park Dedication – August 24th
Mayor Swanson announced that the Library Park equipment dedication would be on August 24, 2005 at 11:00 a.m.  Administrator Woodruff stated that she had sent out some invitations and it is posted at the Post Office.  Councilor Johnson has heard positive comments about the new equipment.

H) Yard of the Month for September

Scott Peterson and Lynn Massop were chosen as the Yard of the Month winners.

Administrator Woodruff informed the council that the bleacher covers arrived today.

Administrator Woodruff talked about the handicapped voting machines and precinct counters that we will have at the next election.  

Councilor Johnson asked if it would be better to have concrete streets for the upcoming street project due to the rising cost of oil and long term maintenance costs.  Administrator Woodruff will mention it to the city engineer.  

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 9:11 p.m.
