Adopt Agenda

Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt the agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Old Business:
Fees:  Building permits, Peddlers license and Fire Department Chief pay

Administrator Woodruff  compared  permit prices with surrounding towns and it was determined that the Building permits would stay the same and Peddlers license would be increased to $100.  Administrator Woodruff suggested to review the Fire Chiefs and other Fire Department Officers pay during the  2009 budget workshop.   Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to amend fee schedule change for Peddlers license to be increased to $100 and to review Fire Chiefs pay  during the 2009 budget workshop.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Schultz, Donovan, Treanor, Swanson.  Absent:  Etherington.  Motion carried.
New Business:
A. Resolution 04-01-08 correcting resolution on vacation of alley
Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 04-01-08 accepting the correction of vacation of alley.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Schultz and Swanson.   Absent:  Etherington.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.     

B. Resolution 05-01-08 Bank withdrawal for ATM
Mayor Swanson recommended Police are present when filling ATM machine.  Councilor Schultz also recommended that the deposits/filling ATM machine be done at different times of the day.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 05-01-08 accepting Bank Withdrawal for ATM machine.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Schultz and Swanson.  Absent:  Etherington.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.

C. Warranty Deed for Community Home
Administrator Woodruff explained the Community Home is in the City of Mapleton’s name from a bond issued several years ago.  That bond has been paid off and Administrator Woodruff had a warranty deed made to put it back into Community Home’s name. 
D. Resolution 06-01-08 Approving Police Reserve

Councilor Donovan concerned in the future there might be expectations of a salary like the volunteer Fire Department has.  Councilor Donovan also concerned with the Training Budget and by adding this volunteer position what would that do to the Budget.  Mayor Swanson questioned if the training could be done by Chief Honsey.  Councilor Schultz requested more detail on what duties the Police Reserve would be performing.  Administrator Woodruff will ask that Chief Honsey be present for next Council meeting.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to table resolution to discuss more at next Council meeting with Chief Honsey present.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Schultz, Donovan, Treanor, Swanson.   Absent:  Etherington.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.
E. Resolution 07-01-08 Approving SCVC as Pound Master
Administrator Woodruff explained using SCVC as Pound Master instead of the current Pound Master.  SCVC is adding more cages to their site and would be willing to be Pound Master.  They would get the impound fees instead of the City, but has offered to do routine medical care for the Police’s K9 dog.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Donovan seconded accepting SCVC as Pound Master.  Roll  Call Vote:  Aye:  Schultz, Donovan, Treanor, Swanson.  Absent:  Etherington.  Nay:  Motion carried.
F. Amending Ordinance 95-Animals
The change in Ordinance 95 will reflect the new pound master procedures.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Ordinance No 95.03 & 95.07.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Schultz, Donovan, Treanor, Swanson.  Absent:  Etherington.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
G. Trim for library

Administrator Woodruff stated the trim in the library was to old to be reused when the new carpet was put in and would have to be placed.  Councilor Donovan suggested Karl Klien stain and put in trim.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to replace trim in the library.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

       H.  Resolution 08-01-08 Cage for K9 car
Police Chief Honsey attached 2 bids for a new K9 cage for the new Police car.  Keeprs, Inc. bid was for $1785.00 and Am. Alum bid was for $1885.00.  Councilor Schultz asked Administrator Woodruff knew if Chief Honsey had a preference on either bid.  Administrator Woodruff stated there was no preference.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded accepting Resolution 08-01-08 to buy K9 cage for new Police car from Keepers for $1785.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Schultz, Donovan, Treanor, Swanson.  Absent:  Etherington.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.
Miscellaneous

A. Fire Department has purchased 4 pagers and 1 radio with grant money.
B. Fire Department is changing channels on radio in two trucks.
C. Larry is repairing (replacing) fill line for fire truck.  Needs a new valve at a cost of $400.00, it is leaking and will not shut off completely.
D. Two of the three heaters are out at filter plant.  Each will cost $650 installed by M. Kunkel.

E. Massop’s will not give an easement on north side of city shop.  Currently Massop’s and Seller’s have a Gentlemen agreement and Massop’s wish to continue the same agreement with the City.
