Adopt Agenda

St. Andrew’s Court was added as Unfinished Business item A.  

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the agenda with the addition.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Department Reports

Public Works

Wastewater Operator Bartholomew updated the council on the storm damage to the sewage pond.  He also mentioned that contractors were in town to adjust valves on Highway 30.  Water mains will be flushed later this week and leaf collection will begin next week.  Councilor Donovan questioned the amount of sewer pumping and infiltration.    
Fire 

Mark Hicks reported that there have been 100 calls so far this year.  The fire department has four new members.  
Liquor

Liquor Store Assistant Strehlo reported that some small maintenance issues have been fixed.  She has ordered a food prep table on the recommendation of the health inspector.  There will be specials during the Twins playoff games and Viking’s Monday night game.    
Police

Police Chief Honsey reported that the city has received an apology and restitution from one of the JV’s who did graffiti in the park shelter.  He attended a meeting regarding the new radio protocols.  Councilor Etherington asked about the new officers.  Councilor Donovan asked about the K-9.  Police Chief Honsey reported that he should be certified for narcotics within the next few weeks.    
Mayor Swanson thanked all department heads for their reports and to keep up the good work.  

Unfinished Business

A. St. Andrew’s Court

Administrator Woodruff had asked Pat Duncanson when the punch list would be finished.  She had received an email that they thought the city would fix the street and pavement items and bill them for the work.  Administrator Woodruff will try to get more information by the next meeting.  
New Business

A. FEMA update
The flooding disaster has not been officially declared by FEMA.  Hopefully all of the work at the lagoon will be covered with FEMA funds.  The funds just arrived from the FEMA tornado event in June.    
B. Resolution 33-10-10 Budget Hearing Dates 
Mayor Swanson noted that the hearing is typically held the first meeting in December.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 33-10-10 selecting December 7, 2010 as the budget hearing date.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.  

C. Waste Management and Clean up Day

Administrator Woodruff reported that Waste Management did not want to do a clean up day for sewer backups.  They just wanted to bring a roll-off to city hall.  Waste Management finally agreed to a curb-side cleanup on October 23 and a roll-off at city hall.  Administrator Woodruff will place signs that no TV or appliances in the roll-off.  Councilor Schultz asked if this second clean-up would be covered with FEMA.  

Miscellaneous

· Administrator Woodruff reported on the manhole adjustments on Highway 30.  City Engineer Coudron had notified her that MNDOT has agreed leave the manholes as they are since the fix would actually make them worse.  Administrator Woodruff also reported that Jim Schull had asked about the status of his letter.  
Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 7:36 p.m.
