COUNCIL MINUTES

Tuesday, October 2, 2007

Mayor Swanson called the council meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. in the Mapleton City Council Chambers.

Members present:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt the consent agenda as follows.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Adopt Agenda

Request for tree trimming was added as New Business item D.

Token BBQ building permit was added as New Business item E.

Katolight service agreement was added as New Business item F.

Discussion on letter to the editor was added as New Business item G.

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt the agenda with the changes.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Presentations

I & S Engineers 

Representatives from I & S Engineers and Architects, Inc presented information about their company, city services, and similar projects that they have worked on.  They also talked about best value procurement when awarding bids to contractors.  The council thanked them for attending.  

Police Chief-car for 2008 and K9 contract 

Chief Honsey presented information about a new police car and asked if the council had any questions about the K9 contract.  He presented information about maintenance that is needed on the 2001 car.  He asked the council which rotation the council wanted to go with.  It was the consensus of the council to go with squad rotation option 1.    

Old Business

a. Resolution 79-9-07 draw request #9 Contractor’s Edge 

Administrator Woodruff explained that the majority of the draw request is for the final wear course.    

Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 79-9-07 approving draw request number nine from Contractor’s Edge in the amount of $136,897.81.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

b. First Avenue project
Administrator Woodruff summarized the pre-construction meeting that had occurred this morning.  Administrator Woodruff asked the council what they wanted to do with the lighting.  Councilor Schultz felt that the pole by Gartner Garage should be left and a light put on it.  Councilor Treanor agreed.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded that the pole by Gartner Garage be left where it is and put a light on that pole and the one on Central Ave.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

c. Restaurant update – Token BBQ Lease
Administrator Woodruff explained that Bruce Sellers put together the lease agreement.  Administrator Woodruff has contacted the health department to certify the kitchen.  The large walk in cooler does work.  Ron from R & M appliance will fix the furnaces.  Dan Strehlo has approved fixing the furnaces.  The smoker that Mr. Gregor purchased is going to be put in a shed behind the building.  Councilor Etherington asked which equipment the city owned.  Administrator Woodruff explained that the city negotiated a price of $5,000 for the equipment.  The $5,000 was taken into account in the negotiations with the Strehlos.  Councilor Donovan asked why the city didn’t just sell the building rather than sub-leasing the building.  Councilor Schultz stated that by sub-leasing, this is the EDA’s way of supporting the restaurant.  Also this protects us if anything else needs fixing in the building.  Tim Ibisch asked what types of food would be served at the restaurant.  Councilor Donovan asked if there should be a purchase agreement with Token BBQ at the end of the sub-lease time.  Councilor Schultz stated that there should be an agreement that Token BBQ will purchase the building when the city purchases the building.  Councilor Donovan felt that there should be a purchase agreement for $80,000.  It was the consensus of the council that such agreement would protect both parties.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to approve the sub-lease agreement with Token BBQ.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

New Business

A. Resolution 90-10-07 Severance pay for manager

Mayor Swanson presented the resolution.  The council discussed how much she made per month.  Councilors Schultz, Treanor and Mayor Swanson all agreed that 3 months was a reasonable amount.  Councilor Donovan felt that that was too much.  Councilor Etherington felt that 3 months was generous.  

Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 90-10-07 approving severance pay to Briana Olson in the amount of three months pay with benefits for the termination of her position.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  Donovan.  Motion carried.  
B. Resolution 91-10-07 delinquent accounts certify to taxes

Mayor Swanson explained that this is done every year at this time.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 91-10-07 certifying delinquent utility accounts and other delinquent accounts for tax levy collectible in 2008. Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

C. Resolution 92-10-07 part-time clerical help

Administrator Woodruff explained the gradual increase of hours for the part-time clerical person due to the amount of time to train someone.  Bridget Whitney is interested in the position and had asked if the position would become full-time.  She is technically an employee of the city so this would be a lateral transfer rather than advertising for the position.  Mayor Swanson asked about Connect 4.  Councilor Etherington asked if there was that much extra work to hire another full time person.  Administrator Woodruff stated it depended on what the EDA expected for job duties.  Several years ago there were three full time employees in the administration department.  Councilor Schultz felt that the Comprehensive Plan and Capital Outlay plan are very important.  Administrator Woodruff is worried about the safety program and it needs more work.  The EDA is ok with the EDA work be handled in house.  Councilor Donovan asked if Administrator Woodruff is comfortable enough to continue on with the EDA work that has been started.  She said that she was at the current time.  Administrator Woodruff explained the wage will be divided up and a portion will come out of the EDA funds, depending on how much the person does of the EDA work.  It is the consensus of the council that there is no guarantee of the full time person.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 92-10-07 hiring part time clerical person at grade 5 step 1.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.    

D. Tree Trimming request

Public Works Supervisor Bartholomew said that Pfeffer Tree did not finish Fourth Ave.  It was the consensus of the council that the remaining tree trimming wait until next year.  

E. Token BBQ building permit

Administrator Woodruff requested the council approve the building permit of Token BBQ.  This is so Token BBQ can move ahead with their plans for the restaurant.  The Council discussed the permit.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to approve the building permit of Token BBQ contingent upon Zoning Board approval.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

F. Katolight Service Agreement

Water Operator Johnson felt that it would be a good idea to have a service agreement for the generator.  Councilor Treanor thought that we had a service agreement when we purchased the generator.  Councilor Donovan thought that maybe the initial warranty is off and now is the time for the service agreement.  It was the consensus of the council to table the service agreement until next meeting.

G.  Discussion on letter to the editor

Councilor Etherington explained that he had tried to open lines of communication with the Windmill about entertainment.  He asked the Windmill if they would work with the Municipal Liquor Store to not book big bands on the same night.  The Windmill stated that they book bands a year in advance.  Councilor Etherington apologized to the council if he misspoke.    
Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 8:36 p.m.
