New Business

A. Resolution 64-10-08 Cleaning Service for Fire Station
Administrator Woodruff explained now that the Fire Station is a public building used for fire meetings, council meetings, zoning meetings, EDA meetings and public hearings, it should be professionally cleaned.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 64-10-08 approving hiring Becky Rose for bi-monthly cleaning at $60.00 a month plus tax.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.
B. Resolution 65-10-08 Dump Truck and Proposal for Public Works Dept.
Administrator Woodruff spoke with the Publics Works department and explained they have found a 1993 MnDot dump truck for $13,327.95 as opposed to the proposed price of $40,000.  This truck will not be available until January 1, 2009.  Councilor Donovan asked if this truck is a good sound truck.  Administrator Woodruff stated Public Works employee Johnson saw a newer dump truck at the State Fair for $32,000 and he felt these two trucks were very comparable.   Councilor Schultz suggested using the grader until the MnDot truck is ready.  After the purchase of the truck the grader gets sold immediately.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 65-10-08 purchasing dump truck and sale of the 1975 grader.   Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  Donovan.   Motion carried. 
C. Resolution 66-10-08  Increasing Utility fees
Administrator Woodruff proposed the water and sewer rates be increased by 3% and the storm sewer fee will be increased by $1.00, effective the 1st quarter in 2009 which is payable in April 2009.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 66-10-08 increasing utility fees.    Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Donovan, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.   Motion carried.
       D.  Consumption permit-Token BBQ
Tony Gregor owner of Token BBQ has decided to wait until after the 1st of the year to get his Consumption permit.
E. Job Description for EDA Consultant

Office Assistant Glarner has put together a job description for a potential EDA Consultant.  This is a preliminary description that still needs to have any changes made and be approved by EDA Board.  Councilor Donovan stated that he thought the description sounded like a director instead of a consultant.  Councilor Schultz suggested changing the Job Responsibilities to make it sound more like a consultants job duties.  Changes will be made and presented to the EDA Board at their next meeting.
F. Snow Flake Dazzle game
Administrator Woodruff and Deputy Clerk Olsen have come up with an idea to hopefully get more people in the stores during Snow Flake Dazzle.  The game consists of customers having to go into every store that is participating in Snow Flake Dazzle and find a word, that is giving to the business by the city, displayed somewhere in their store.  The customers will have a game card that can be received at any business that night, once the card is full with the correct phrase, the customer drops it off at the Fire Station where there will be a drawing for 1st, 2nd, 3rd, and 4th place winners.  The winners name will be placed on the correct prize that is on display in some of the businesses.  The customers will have to go back to the stores with the prizes to see if they won.  1st place is a Dell Insperion laptop, 2nd place is an Apple Ipod, 3rd place is a LCD Digital Picture Frame, and 4th place is Mapleton Bucks.  All prizes donated by Mapleton Municipal Liquor Store.
G. Proclamation on senior dining

Administrator Woodruff asked if the Mayor and the Council would sign the Proclamation that acknowledges the 35th Anniversary of the Senior Nutrition in Minnesota.

H. T&C Leisure Center Update

Administrator Woodruff along with office staff has had two separate meetings with Mapleton citizens to get their ideas on how they would like the Leisure Center used.  They have also met with the T & C Leisure Center Board to get their expectations and to discuss changing the name and allowing alcohol at events.  The board seems real positive regarding the alcohol issue and will discuss changing the name.  The name does not need to be changed legal just how people refer to it.

      J.  Resolution 67-10-08 Approving Student Election Judge

Ben Anderson has applied to be a student election judge for the general election.  Administrator Woodruff explained that the student election judge has to be at least 16 yrs old, will get 3 hours of training and paid $7.00 an hour.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 67-10-08 approving Ben Anderson as the Student Election Judge.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried. 
K. Resolution 68-10-08 Authorizing City to Lease the Municipal Liquor Store Charitable Gambling Booth to the Mapleton Area Chamber of Commerce

Administrator Woodruff explained that the Mapleton Area Chamber of Commerce wishes to continue to operate charitable gambling at the Mapleton Municipal Liquor Store until December 31, 2010.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 68-10-08 Authorizing the City to lease the Municipal Liquor Store Charitable Gambling Booth to the Mapleton Are Chamber of Commerce.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
L. Request from Dean Green
Dean Green is requesting the city forgive the lawn mowing charge for 2008 of $700 for the Fitzpatrick property on Washington Street.  He has also requested the city forgive the lawn mowing expenses for the previous years.  Those expenses have already been certified to taxes and can’t be forgiven.  Administrator Woodruff went on to explain that the home owners have received notices every year to mow their yard before the city mows it for a fee.  Mayor Swanson questioned if the city has forgiven lawn mowing charges in the past.  Councilor Schultz stated this could be opening a can of worms.  If you forgive one request, where do you stop?  Request denied, the city needs to remain consistent and fair with everyone.
M. Subordination Statement
The Council requests more information on what Yvonne Bergemann plans are before the City will subordinate her loan.
