 Woodruff stated that Councilor Donovan had requested that the current council agenda be put on the web site. She said it now is. 
Adopt Agenda
Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt the agenda.   All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried. 

Department Reports- (1st meeting of the month) 

 
Fire Department –Fire Chief Chris Langworthy said they had 9 calls in January. He said they will meet with the township boards on February 17th.  He said the grant for the new radios is coming due in May and the radios will be ordered prior to that.

Chris Huck said he was at the meeting representing the baseball association and the softball association.  He said the associations are looking at different ways to make the ball fields more useable.  He said the baseball board has become much more active.  They are considering a removable mound for the baseball field.  He said they would like to see more tournaments in Mapleton.  Chris and Joel had come to request that the association be allowed to sell 3 X 4 signs to be placed on the fence for advertisements.  This is a way for the association to make money.  It was the general consensus of the council to allow these signs to be placed on the fence. 
Unfinished Business:  
a. St. Andrews Court –Mayor Swanson asked City Administrator Woodruff to summarize the progress since the public hearing.  Woodruff said that she, Mayor Swanson, Councilor Christen, Pat Duncanson and Mike Drummer had met on the previous Friday.  Mike Drummer and Pat Duncanson said they would finish the items on the punch list provided by Bolton and Menk.  Pat Duncanson said that this would be done this summer after it got warmer.  He said a second lift needs to be done in warmer weather.  He said Mike Drummer and himself need help in collecting the costs for the second lift from one property owner.  He said all the other lots had already paid for a completed road.  Judd Schultz made a motion to accept the letter from Mike Drummer and Pat Duncanson to complete the street. Councilor Christen seconded.  All voted in favor thereof.  It was the consensus of the council that the sewer line be televised prior to the final lift being put own.  This would be a city cost. 
New Business  

Resolution 5-02-11 Approving Police Policy Update.  Chief Honsey prepared the required mandated charges needed for the police policy.   Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Donovan seconded approving Resolution 5-2-11 Police Policy Update.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Donovan, Schultz, Christian and Swanson.  Nay: none.  Motion carried. 
Administrator Woodruff discussed the need to review the I & I issues.  She said that staff had been working on different ideas to help reduce I & I.  One of the major contributors is the foundation drains.  She wanted to know if the council will support an aggressive but unpopular project.  

Councilor Donovan said he thought the council should begin meeting on a month basis for workshops.  He said this was an issue he would like to sit down and discuss more.  Councilor Schultz said he agreed if there was a need for a workshop that he would be in favor of it.  He was not in favor of a set meeting every month.  Councilor Christen agreed with Councilor Schultz.  He said it would be difficult to set aside another regular meeting.  Councilor Schultz said he would be happy to stay after a regular council meeting and have a work session.  He said he would rather stay until 10:00 p.m. instead of setting up a separate night.  Councilor Christen agreed.  It was decided to have a workshop after the next council meeting to discuss I & I issues.  
Miscellaneous

The council commented on what a good job the public works department is doing on snow removal this year.   
Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 7:50 p.m.
